UP IN THE BRONX

But Rents Are Not Coming
Down, Though Many

'Houses Are Going Up.

DuiMlng operations took a spnrt
over another quarter of a million

dollars In the Uronx during lout
week and real estato men are pre
dicting on early roturn to something
JUte normal conditions in the hous
Irtjr situation. Kvldencu of this is
seen in conditions among tho higher
priced apartments in the Hronx.

In a survey of the Grand Con-

course and University Heights sec
tion made yesterday, an Evening
World reporter found eleven apart
ments whero agents wcro offering
from two weeks to a month frco
rent as" an inducement. This L a
condition that real estate men say
surely predicts cheaper rents.

On the whole thcro has been no
drop In rents on the Concourso
further than that rogistored several
months ago, when owners were
forced to decrease by from $5 to $7

ii month the rent demanded In a
number of 'high class houses on that
pxcluslvo boulevard. Neither has
there been any decrease in tho nun
ber of court proceedings brought as
t. result of rent disputes.

Figures available in tho office of
Martin Hurke, chief clerk of tho
Hronx Municipal Courts, show an liv
crease of 7 per cent, in the summary
proceeding actions in tho six months

that tha new rent laws have been In
effect. Landlords continue to swamp
the clerk's office with notions and the
calendars in all parts of the court are
piling up.

Uronx that will sixty-tw- o

families and cost approximately

Tho Evening World fought so hard.

The new plans of last week cull for
only one largo apartment house.
That win do a twenty-seve- n ramny
affair at valentine Avenue and 19Zd
Street. Tho rest of the oncrnt ons arc
one and two-fami- ly dwellings, and
their locations will be scattered over
till sections of tho Hronx. Of this
typo twenty separate buildings will
be erected under the plans,

"Tho building spurt croaW (by the
passing of the Collins law," said Mr.
Itavello y, "has proved greater
than the most optimistic had hoped
for. Under those conditions. If the
average Is maintained for tho rent of
the year, wo will not know what n
housing shortage means by 1923."
