LIQUOR IS AN ISSUE

.Business Men Do Not Care
Whether Appointee Is

"Wet" or "Dry."

WASHINGTON, April UC (Copy-

right, 1921). nhc biggest Job In tho
Government oorvico still unfilled is
the Oommlssloncrehlp of interna IXev

enuo. And the various Influences
fighting tor and against various can
dldates constitute the mwit spectacular
contest for a Government post in
long time.

Judging by the activities of tho
"wets" and "drys," one would suppose
that the Commissioner of Internal
Kevenue has the power to make tho
country moist or arid, according to hla
own thirst or the desires of his friends.
Tho Anti-Saloo- n League Is working
in its usual effective way to prevent
tho appointment cf any ono whJ Is In

tho least degree unfriendly to the en-

forcement of tho Prohibition laws.
Politicians who lmugino that a "stand
In" with tho Commissioner of Internal
Revenue will be a powerful lever In

local politics, especially slnco there
will be so many collectors of Internal
revenue to appoint, are displaying
more Interest In tho selection of a
Commissioner than they did over tho
secretaryship of the Treasury Itself.

But tho thing which nobody seems
to too stressing Is that tho Commis-

sioner of internal Revenue must bo
on administrative officer of executlvo
talent and must really collect tho
taxes for the Nation. Practically all of
W.000,000,000 a year must go through
his office in one form or another.

The public generally has been Irri-

tated over the Income tax law and
has demanded not merely that taxes
shall be lowered but that an under-
standable incomo tax blank bo
drafted and the auditing of Income
tax returns bo expedited. In many
cases Incomo tax auditors open up
business accounts two or throe years
after the return Itself has been made.

The disturbing effect of slow aud-
iting has already ben felt In busi-
ness. Under the strain of war time
the two Commissioners Daniel C.
ICoper and William Williams have
done a splendid job, but their
troubles lit keeping experienced per-

sonnel were ninnlfold. Congress has
a habit of cutting off appropriations
from Government bureaus which
most need them, and it was not al-

ways easy for tho Internal Revenue
establishment to get needed help
from Congress. With tho two
branches of the Government of tho
came political party, that task will
bo easier.

The big Job of the Commissioner
of Internal Kovenuo Is not Prohibi-
tion enforcement but administration
of the Income tax laws. What the
business men of the country arc in-

terested In Is an efficient administra-
tor in tho revenue offlco and most of
them do not care whether he is "wet"
or "dry." As a matter of fact, tho
actual enforcement of Prohibition
has been in the hands of a 'Prohibi-
tion Commissioner, who Is a subordi-
nate of the Commissioner of Internal
Revenue nnd there are so many regu
lations which restrict the activities
of the bureau that tho opportunity
for discretionary action Is not us
great as It has been.

In any event, tho chance for
wrongful use of the Commissioner's
office Is exaggerated. Tho Job Is so
big and thero are so many working
lu the liuieuu that no oonsplrucj to
evade the Prohibition luws could be
carried on without n knowledge of
it by the general public, and then
tho influences ui public sentiment are
always powerful enough to bring the
mutter to tho attintion or tho Prcsl
dent hlmhclf it necessary.

Appointment of Commissioner of
Internal Revenue is expected in n
few days. If Secretary of the Treas-
ury Mellon has his way, the country
will got an uble admlntitrator. If the
politicians ure supreme, tho Job will
become part of tno spoils of tho cam
palgn und the personnel of tho
ternal Revenue offices throughout
the Nation will be political Just as
was largely the easo under the Dcm
ocratlc Administration.

Tho twister tore
up tho cmps of wheat, ryo and cot
ton nnd laid tho field bare wads
wcro washed out, telegraph poles and
wires were n tangled moss.

Thirty-seve- n dead and fifty Injured
In Hempstead County nlono were re
ported before) noon. All vegetation
was completely destroyed and leaves
on the outer edge of tho tornado
swnth were turned bluck.

High damaging wind storms were
reiwrted all over tho northwestern

Lawyer Ltiaroc, for Mr. Andrews,
sold y the "third woman" was
merely on employee of a brokerage
firm which had mado a careful busi-
ness investigation of Andrews and
"had established that all hla marital
troubles wero the work of Jealous
and vindictive business rivals."

Andrews Is In a defiant, aggressive
mood and declares he "will fight them
all;" that he will go to Connecticut
voluntarily to answer any warrant
that may bo served. His first wife,
Mrs. Maud Augusta Hayncs An-

drews, who has sued for divorce and
la facing dispossess proceedings In
Jersey City, Is still willing to help
him to tho extent of not testifying
against him before the Hudson Coun-
ty Grand Jury.

When told sho would stand on
her rights and decline to testify
against her husband, the Jersey
prosecutor said then sho would be
required to testify against "another
woman when sho appears Tuesday
before tho Grand Jury. She Is re
ceiving hundreds of letters ot sym-
pathy from women all over the
country.

It was Jacob J. Lazaroc, counsel
for Andrews, who made It known
Andrews believed that No. 2, a
former Pittsburgh stenographer, had
employed an attorney to start annul- -

drews Is several years her senior.
Though defiant of tone as ho an-

nounced ho was ready to meet court
action, AndrowB's voice was tearful
as ho told of tho unexpected depar
ture of No. 2.
