CARRIERS PLAN TO FIGHT
CUT IN FREIGHT RATES.

Bennte Commerce Told

Increased Operating Costs Make
Revisions Impossible,

WASHINGTON, June P. neductlons
In freight rates will not bs agreed to
by tho carriers without an even tnoro
bitter fight than that mado by em-
ployees to prevent the reduction In
wages announced by the Railroad Labor
Board. Statistics of all kinds tending
to show enormous increases In operating
expenses aro being brought Into play to
show that no rate reductions are pos
slble at this time.

Appearing before the Senate Inter
slato Commerce Committee John
O. Walker, Secretary of the Bureau of
Information of the Eastern railroads,
told the members that the wago reduc-
tion of 12 per, cent, which will reduce
the payrolls by approximately

a year, Is less than half the
total wage Increases since 1916, Ho as-
serted that under wage orders, reclassi-
fications and other mado
during tho war period the carriers' pay-
roll was Increased to $3, 9S, 000,000 In
fl020, as against $1,366,000,000 In 1916.
