Henry Foanacht,
a former Hempstead policeman, waa
accosted by a man last evening at
Prospect and Henry Streets, Hemp-
stead, who said to him, "Detectives say
that I murdered" He got no fur-
ther than this when he turned and ran
at top speed for Prospect Park, a
block away. Fasnacht blew a police
whistle, policemen responded and a
hunt was mado through Prospect
Park, but without result, The man
did not resemble tho one described by
tho negro girls.

Stains found on the Inside of the
coat sleeve of John Buckley and 4 do- -
iwslt In the crevices of a carved
snake finger ring ho wore, are being
examined y to determine
whether or not .they are dried blood.
