Juhn B. Btanchfield, of Stanchfield
& Levy, a leader of the New York
bar and a pational figure in Demo-
eratic politics, dled to-day at his
country home in Islip, 1. 1. He was
sixty-six years old.

Mr. Btanchfield had been In poor
health for meveral months. On with-
drawing ns counsel for Mrs. Anne U,
Potter Btillman two weeks ago his
physicnl condition was put forward
ns one of the reasons for taking his
grm out of the case. He was under
treatment for chronle kidney trouble
and neuritis, He went to Islip Imme-
diately after leaving the
case and had not beep in
since.

John Barry Stanchfleld was born

at Elmira, Muarch 18, 1855, He was
graduated from Amberst in 1876; he
is one of those for whom credit Is
claimed for first pitching a baseball
in & curve, After studying law In
Harvard University he practised law
at Elmira as a partner of David Ben-
nett Hill, who subsequently became
Governor, unti! 1885, when he enlered
the firm of Reynolds, Stanchfield &
Collin, which was dissolved in 1905,
Mr. Stanchfield was successively
District Attorney of Chemung County,
Mayor of Elmira, and in the Assem-
bly in 1895-96 was floor leader for
his party, He was Democratic can-
didale for Governor of New York in
1800, received many voles In the
Leginlature for the United Slates
Senaie in 1001 and was one of the
most active delegates at the Demo-
oratic Coovention at Baltimore in
1912,

Mr. Stanchiield was married in 1588
1o Misa Clara Spuulding of Fimira.
With two cbildren, John B. Stanch-
field jr. and Mrs, Arthur M. Wright,
who survives him, The home of the
Stancfields in this city was the Flasa
Hotel.
