Favorites of Hylan Regime,
Not the Poor of the City,

Got Most of It.

PAID OFFICIALS PROFIT

Great Army of "Food Hand-

lers," Men and Women,
Still Being Paid OIL

Thrco and a half million dollars'
worth of army food was turned over
to Public Markets Department off-

icials under Mayor Hylan In 1913,

with tho distinct understanding that
It was to be- sold hero as part of the
federal campaign to reduce tho cost
of living. It wes supposed that out
of tho 75,000 city employees and
many hundreds of city auto trucks
the Mayor could find enough aid to
dispose of this food at cost.

Instead, the sale of the food real-

ized a profit of 20 per cent, at the
expense of the poor, who were glad to
buy anything labelled "bargain" In

their struggles to keep tho, woit
from the door. The sum of $708,000
was the gross clean-u- p on tho stiles.

A good part of this money, which
should havo gone Into tho pockets of
tho purchasers, went to political
favorites.

The Evening World will show step
by step how this vast sum has
dwindled and has thus far
shared in the profits.

Justice Finch Molds Husband's
Charges Cannot Stand on

Testimony Adduced.

FLAWS IN EVIDENCE.

Court Says Great Deal of
What Mrs. Stokes Testified

to Was Exaggerated.

, W. E. D. Stokes y lost tho
action for divorce, which ho brought
acalnst Ills second wife, Helen

Stokes of Colorado, In a deci-

sion rendered by Supremo Court
Justlco Finch. By tho same decision
Mrs. Stokes won her case, tried
jointly with her husband's action,
and was a decree of sep-

aration.
In hla decision, Justlco Finch held

that no finding o '.nfidellty could

stand upon tho testimony adduced,

"since fho plaintiff s not overcome

the burden of tho proof cast upon

him." Continuing his decision Jus-

tlco Finch said:
'To b!p Plaintiff a divorce,

which would practically also qncs-t.ij- ri

tho parentage of tho children
i ilthou.th In falrne.is to the tho plain-

tiff It should "bo said that no attompt
has ben made to provo their Illegiti-
macy) thero must be offered proof of
uxact times and places, and If upon
the times and places, na testified to
by tho witnesses the plaintiff, It

has not been proved that tho offenses
took place, tho decreo cannot bo

awarded."
In rcfercrco to these dates. Justice

Finch maintained that tho statements
of Mr. Stokes'a lawyers that the
testimony on tho part of the plaintiff
tends to pruvo tho necessary facts
generally and without regard to par-

ticular dates, and also that the wit-

nesses bad mistaken tho dates, arr
not suflclent. He added that "If the
wltneses did not Intend tho datos as
given, tho ablo and painstaking
counsel for the plaintiff would not
have let the mistakes occur."

Reviewing the counterclaim o
Mrs. Stokes Justlco Finch held that
a groat deal of what sho testified to
"has been exaggerated, If (ndced
sotno of It really happened at all."
The court maintained that this wan
shown by tho fact that the oecur-ren- e

were not entered In the body
of the diary upon which sho fre-
quently relied to refresh her memory
as to tho alleged cruelties of hoi
husband, but were placed at the end
of tho book and only referred to by
