As n complement to this toilette of
rich and elegant charm, a palr of
bracelets, cither of regular type (o
oxidized metal, jewel el, or o pair
mude of metal braid ke thoat used on
the jacket, Luockled with tiny colo ed
Lueliles, re plueed dbout the upper
wrm. And to them aie attached tsan
leng  dibbon  streamers  which  paet
from cach othier, dropping over the
arm, only to e united agadn at e
wrist. They leod an air of grace
whiehh counteracts the wsomewhnat
Fard surface of the cout and Its ratie
sovere lines, The same little traw
could be employed ofNectively wills
gn evening gown.

The other teagown in the sketeh is
of chiffon or indestructible voile in
Jude green or orange, combined with
satitin or chiffon in sell or contrasting
color for the foundation slip.
