Tho last mentioned
is frequently mado at homo by clover
girls who liko many changes, and re-
quires only a row of tied fringe nbout
tho lower edge, while other edges may
bo plcotcd. Of course, further elab-
oration Is not amiss, such as appllqucd
flowers of felt, varicolored, or rows
of ribbon In various widths, and colors
may bo feathcratitehed on to n wool-
len fabric scarf with novel effect.

I havo suggested In my sketch nn
original method of elaborating such a
scarf by plcoting several short bars
ncross tho ends nnd running through
them ribbon, which may bo easily
changed to different colors at leisure
and aehlevo a delightful diversion. Tho
samo effect is repented in tho hat
which Is composed of the samo fabric
as tho scarf, and down tho light
shoulder drops many fluttering ends.
A neutral green scarf and hat,, for In-

stance, could have changes of bright
blue, purple, brick red, orango and
yellow, besides black.

In tho lower left hnnd, corner I
havo shown a trig collar and tie that
complete n plaid sport skirt, with a
soft tan homespun coat.

What to Make in an Evening

LIGHT WOOLLEN SCARF.
this Is not a knitted scarf.

NO,That couldn't be dono Th an
evening no matter how swift-

ly your fingers were trained.
This Is ono mado of ono of those

loosely woven homspun materials and
finished with some stitches of wool
that do not take any time to apply.

Chooso a homespun of some bright
nnd becoming color either pink or
blue or ono of those light greens or
a violet in nn Interesting shade. Now-sele-

somo wool that Is just about
tho same color as tho fabric with per-
haps a shade or two of dlfferenco ac-

cording to your senso of color und the
color of wool that you can find in
tho shops. Cut tho homespun fifteen
inches wide, nnd use tho width of the
material which runs from fifty to fifty--

four Inches. (You will only havo
to buy a half yard.)

All around the edgo do a loose but-
tonholing of woollen threads. Don't
placo the stitches too far apart, be

held up on the right sldo with n clus-
ter of henna red lacquer fruit and
leaves with high lights of orango In
them. A band of henna velvet 'binds
tho brim..

Fringed 'sport skirts nro very smart,
and wheq not completed with n coat
of somo sort aro matched up in scarfs.
In fact, scarfs of the samo fabric aro
sold as complements to such skirts.'

Scarf and hot sets of knitted wool
nro smart accessories for wear with
silk sport skirts nnd' frocks, but just
at present the woollen sport skirt is
receiving more favor.

Woollen sport suits of gay tweeds nro
worn on tho city streets theso days,
and with neutral felt hats nnd wool
scarfs appear not unappropriate. Tho
woman whoso clothes buying must nl-

ways Incorporate a problem in eco
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cause they must, after all, glvo u
firmness to tho edge which will fit the
scarf to stand all of the wear and tear
that you chooso to givo it.

On both ends of tho scarf make a
fringe of the woollen threads by knot-
ting the wool through tho
material. You can do this by using u
largo eyed wool needle and drawing
four threads at u time through the
goods. Hight threads or the double of
four will bo sufficient for one knotting
of the wool. Then cut off these threads
to a length of about four Inches to es-

tablish tho line of your fringe.
That makes tho scarf. That hi nil

there is to it. Then, if you are ambi-
tious, you ran make a Tarn o' Shantcr
hat to mutch, and use for the ti mi-

ming at ono sldo two bobbing tassel:!

used to make the fringe on the ends of
