LONDON, March 9. Edwin Samuel
Montagu, Secretary of State for
India, has resigned as a result of
recommendations of tho Indian Gov
ernment relatlvo to Turkey, It was
announced y.

Tho seriousness of the Indian de
mands regarding Turkey and the
Sevres Treaty lies in tho fact that
they propose destruction of the en
tire Near Kastern structure. Involving
establishment of several new states,
set up by tho Allied Incfle war.

Tho Indian demands have al-
ready caused the grriatest embarrass-
ment to the British Government, and
will do so in view of the Allied Con-

ference on Near Kast matters, which
Is to meet in PaTis March 22.

Eastern silver market. He entered
Parliament in 1906, and held various
minor posts until appointed to be
Secretary of State for India live years
ago.

QUIT CHAOS

THEATRE INQUIRY

REVEALS BUILDING

McAdoo Amazed by Testimony
Contractors Do Not Wait

for Plan Approval. '
OFFICIALS UNINFORMED.

American Roof Collapse First
Kleinert Knew House Was

Being Erected.

Slipshod methods In the Brooklyn
Building Department wore exposed to-

day In Chief Muglstrato McAdoo's In-

vestigation of tho collapso of tho
American Theatre, at Bedford nnd
Park Avenues, while In course of con-

struction on Nov. 29. Seven men
were killed and seventeen were In-

jured In the disaster.
Testimony developed that no per-

mit was ever Issued for tho construc
tion of tho American. Theatre, that
Superintendent of Buildings Kleinert
did not know the building was tinder
way, although one of his Inspectors,
John Flnlay, had been specifically de
tailed to watch it, and that Flnlay did
not know that objections to the plans
had been filed with tho Building De
partment by Plan Examiner Fallla
The testimony also established that
many buildings had been completed
In Brooklyn before the plans had
been approved by the Building De
partment.

Magistrate McAdoo and District At

torney Ruston were apparently dum- -

founded by statements made by Fin- -

lay and Kleinert, which appeared to
sho wthat it has been the custom In
Brooklyn for builders to file their
plans and then proceed with the woik
of building without a care whether the
plans would be approved or not.

Flnlay testified ho did not know
that all trusses In a building such ns
the American Theatre was Intended to
be anchored to the walls. He said he
did not see an yvlolations of the build
ing code in his numerous inspections
although District Attorney Huston
pointed out several commissions
which constituted plain violations in
his opinion.

"Hero is a blue print calling loi
channels tn the rear of the building.'
said the District Attorney. "VI
did you not report that there weiv
no channels?"

"I never knew they were called iu,
until this instant." reolicd Klnln.

Supt. Kleinert sfore im had nooi
heard that the American Tlie.ui
was under construction until it co-
llapsed.
