Gutcs nf nix ot the cotton mills of
New liumpshlro wero opened to-da- y

for the first time In three months.
When the whistles blow to call the
25,000 workers back to their plnces,
thousands were near the mills, but
only scanty hundreds respdnded, ac-
cording to observers. There were
demonstrations at all the mills, but
without disorders. A few arrests
were made.

The Btrlkes began February 13 as
protests against a wage reduction of
20 per cent, and an Increase from
forty-eig- to fifty-fo- ur hours In
working schedules. Tl)o biggest picket
line since the inception ot the strike
was present, notwithstanding a police
ruling that only two pickets desig-
nated by the strikers, should bo on
duty. Thousands )f strike sympa-
thizers filled tho streets for n mile on
either side of the mills and would-be- .
workers were Jeered and hobtcd.
