Mexican military forces are taking
prompt action to free A. Bruce Ble
laakl and tho forty American em
ployees held for ransom by bandits
near Tampico, an official statement
of the Mexican Government issued

'to-da- y by Manuel Tellcz, chargo of

the Mexican Embassy, declares.
Tho statement also asserts the

Mexican Government "has reason to
believe" tho kidnappings "are the
work of plotters, aimed at obstructing
the negotiations now under way for
the settlement of ths Mexican exter
nal debt."

In view of the fact that the outrage
occurred Sunday morning and Shaw's
telegram la dated June 26, It la be
lleved that the Mexican censor delayed
Its transmission.

CATCH THREE THUGS

IN ACT OF HOLD-U- P

One "Didn't Like Looks."
So He Trailed Them to

Their "Job."

The intelligence. Instinct and alert
ness of two New York poliremen led
early this morning to the Interruption
of a daring robbery and the arrest of
three armed men in Lanza's restau-
rant at No. 16S First Avenue.

Patrolman Hanchan of the Fifth'
Street Station was first to suspect the
men who were later arrested. When
he saw them near tho
there was no evidence on which ho
could tako official action, but ho
"didn't Uko their looks" and ho de
termined to kcop track of them.

They moved along In a natural
manner at his approach and Hanchan
followed until he passed a brother po
liceman of the same station, Patrol-
man Hackman.

"Better keep an eye on those guys,"
said Hanchan.

Presently tho suspected trio sepa
rated, one stepping Into a doorway
commanding vlow of the restaurant,
the other two disappearing Into a hall
way leading to a side door of tho res-

taurant. The two policemen crept
along, dashed Into the doorway where
the first man was lurking and ar-

rested him.
Then, taking him along, they fol

lowed tho trail of the other two
through the hallway. In the darkness
of the passage tho prisoner, they
charge, mado a motion toward his hip
pocket. He was swiftly "frisked" and
relieved of a dirk with a six-In-

blade.
In the restaurant, tho pollco say.

they found tho other two with druwn
revolvers holding at bay tho waiters.
tho proprietor, Michael Lflr7, and is
crowd of twenty Masons at tho tables.
There was also a woman at one of the
tables. The proprietor was counting
out ten IS bills to one of tho armed
men. One of them dropped hfs re-
volver at sight of tho policemen. The
other's gun was knocked from his
hand.

The man with the dirk gave the
name of James Pompaione, twenty-fiv- e,

No. 420 East 11th Street. The
other two said they were John Sal- -
vaggl, thlrty-sl- x, No. 191 First Ave-nue- ,

and Tony Romano, thirty. No,
438 East 13th Street. All three are
locked up on charges of uttempted
robbery and violation of the Sullivan
law.

The specific complaint Is by Frank
Gurollo, a waiter. He said he was
first to meet tho gunmen at their en
trance and that they demanded $50
of him.

"I'm not tho boss," he told them.
"Get hlra," he was ordered.
He told Lanza, who, to prevent

shooting, got tho money from the
cash register and was paying it over.
Tho party at the tables had been
ordered to keep their hands in sight
or they would be "filled full of lead.
They were not told to hold their
hands above their heads probably
because they could bo seen from the
street Tho police believe that the
plan was to rob first tho proprietor
and then go through the others one
by one. -

Firm Said to Have Lost in
Speculation Banton

It also begins to appear that against
these liabilities thers will be found
only comparatively small assets with
which to pay customers of the defunct
firm. As matters now shape up cred-
itors may not receive as much as 5
cents on the dollar.

WASHINGTON, June 28. Washington was shocked by The Evening
World's revelations ot the extent of
exists on Capitol Hill. The disclosure of several hundred relatives and
dummies on the Congressional payrolls, as shown In The Evening World's
list, taken from Government records, was a surprise to many who thought
they had measured the extent of avnrico and greed In high places.

The copies of the papers containing
the expose were bought up by hun-- i

dreds soon after they reached Wash
ington yestcrduy and the startling dis
closures wcro the subject of comment
around the Capitol during the after
noon. Interest In the one-ma- n fil-

ibuster In the House was temporarily
displaced by the discussion In con-

gressional cloak rooms of The Even-

ing World article.
Some members, In private talks with

their colleagues, justified such mis-

appropriation of public funds on the
ground that the cost of campaigning
has Increused and they are banl
pressed financially.

Congress Is complacent In Ha In-

iquity and its hide is tough. Its
members think only In terms of what
effect such revelations will have on

their constituents. Those who have
expressed themselves In cloak room
and ante chamber talk over the situa-
tion are apprehensive of the effect on
their constituents of tho publication
of such Information of their Implica-

tion In tho raiding of the Treasury.
When the question of continuing

the war bonus of $240 for
each Federal employe for another
year was up a few days ago It was
freely predicted by those familiar
with conditions In Congress that the
movement to abolish this bonus was
doomed in advance.

HARDING CALLS

CONFERENCE ON

COAL WALKOU I

mination of tho nationwide coal strike.
Announcement of the President's

tlwtcl mlnutloii tu utll llin conference
was made by Secretary of Labor Da-
vis after mooting tho President and
John L. Lewis, President of tho
United Mine Workers

The conference will be held here at
10 o'clock Saturday morning, Davis
stated.

Government seizure and operation of
the coal mines for at least a year Is
provided In a resolution Introduced In
the Houso y by Representative
Burke, Pennsylvania, a union labor
leader.

Tho resolution authorizes and
directs tho President to take over and
operate tho mines for a year or as
long thereafter as he seeB fit.

The resolution also directs the
Preaidcnt to enter Into negotiations
with a miners' committee and arrange
a mutual and satisfactory wage scalo
for tho period of Government iterat-
ion.

The coal mined by the Government
would bo sold at actual cost of pro-
duction, plus a "reasonable return r- -r

the mine owners."

105 MARCHING
MINERS ARRESTED

ELK INS, W. VA., June 28.' One
hundred and live striking miners and
tlmir sympathizers were arrested nt
Thomas, W. Vn., y when thoy
tried to prevent working minors from
entering tho pits.

Sheriff J. B. Olouse and ten deputies
made the nrrosts nnd took tho pris-
oners on a special train to Parsons,
W. V.., where they will be given n
hearing

Irish Republican Army irregulars
Dublin was still in progress late

and machine guns and of high ex

artillery the irregular troops under
reported to have been driven to the

Fowler Hall In Parnell Sauare.
held by tho Insurgents, also was be- -

sieged and after fire had broken out ,

there shortly after noon the Irregu-

lars evacuated It and moved to a
hotel in the vicinity whete they be-

gan throwing up defenses.
Unofficial estimates were that fif-

teen men had been killed and num-

bers of combatants wounded up to
early afternoon, and It was rumored
that Commandant O'Connor of the
Irregulars was among the wounded.

The Free Staters apparently were
trying to spare tho historic Four
Courts Building ns much as possible
because It Is the repository of valu-

able records and documents which
cannot be duplicated. Its magnifi-
cent dome, up to had
been little Injured, the damage being
confined to the windows and walls,
which shells had pierced ln numerous
places.

Elaborate precautions were taken
by tho Free Stato troops to prevent
reinforcements from reaching O'Con-
nor's men, all train service Into Dub-U- n

having been temporarily sus-
pended.

No Information had been received
this afternoon regarding the situation
at the Kllmalnham Prison, also held
by irregulars. Kllmalnham Is a sub-
urb, qulto distant from the scene of
the fighting.

The British Navy has several de-

stroyers and light cruisers in Southern
Irish waters, but so far as could be
ascertained no British forces of any
description ure concerned in the
fighting.

The fire In Fowler's Hall was
late this afternoon.

Tho artillery fire upon tho Four
Courts wns sparing ln quantity, from
tha desiro to save the ancient build-
ing as far as possible, and during the
hour from noon to 1 o'clock not u shot
was fired from the from
which the high explosive shells were
being sent Into tho structure.

No British troops have taken part
in the fighting.

Business proceeded almost as usual
In Dublin while tho fighting was go-

ing on. The citizens congregated in
crowds along the quays and on the
bridge over tho Liffey to watch the
progress of the fighting, but there wns
little to see. The tramways along the
quays and on the heights on the op-
posite side of the river from the Four
Courts suspended service, but every-
where else trafTIc was proceeding.
Even tho shops ln close proximity to
the Four Courts were open. .
