The first meet was held In 1894 at
Bt Andrews, but it was net until 1018
that the amateur ranks had developed
sufficiently to return a winner ia the
pramler professional tournament, In
that year Francls Oulmat, a twenty-
year-old Brookline Iad lttle known
outside the Boston district, had the
honor of being the first amateur to
capturs the professional blue ribbon.
He tled at 304 with Harry Vardon
and Ted Ray and then in an 18-hole
play-off triumphed over the two
famous Britial stars.

Jerry Travers next turned the triek
in 1016 at Baltusrol when his total of
287 for four rounds led by a single
stroke Tom McNamara, the lowest
professional,

Chic Evans. not to be ouldone by
Ouimet and Travers, was the third
amateur to pull down the open title,
In 1916 at the Minikahda Club, near
Minneapolls, Evans uncerked one of
his sensational outbursts of golf ' =i1-
lancy and won the championship with
i total of 286, which stands as a re-
cord for the national open event. He
Also won the national amateur trophy
in 1816 at the Merion Cricket Club,
Evana Is the only American amateur
to win both natlonal crowna the same
year,
