Immediately telegrams were sent to

very strike lender in the various' dis-

tricts nil over tho United States,. Hf.lt-n- &

that efforts to win be redoubled.
Tho next step of the strikers will

be to try to persuade the maintenance
of way union to declare si strike,
which has already been authorized by
a vote of the membership.

The railroad executives also took
steps to carry on the fight with re-

newed vigor. Kniployment agencies
will bo opened in every city of im-

portance in the country and a drive
will be made for strikcbieakcrs.

Tho deadlock arose over tho ques-

tion of seniority. The strikers were
willing to return to work at the wages
fixed by the Uilior Hoard with their
pension rights unimpaired and this
wns agreed to by the executives. But
the strikers would note imscnt to a
proposition advanced by the ccxeu-tivc- s

that the question of seniority of

the men who walked out be left to a
lonference between the live heads of
tho train and cuginenien's brothor-nood- s

and committee of live railroad
Presidents or their representatives.

Tho trikers insisted upn a restora-
tion of seniority rights as they stood
on Juno 30, the day before the strike
was declared. Unimportant modltlcn-tion- s

of this stand did not appeal to

the railway executives and the ne-

gotiations progressed steadily toward
an unsatisfactory linish.

Failure, ns a matter of fact, was
expected because yesterday's con-

ferences had Indicated it die-har- d at-

titude, on both sides;. However, War-

ren S. Stone of tho Brotherhood of
T.ocomotie L'nginecrs. and his col-

leagues on the committed of volunteer
mediators, made a last desperate at-

tempt to end the strike, this morning.
They gut the last limit of conces-

sion from tho leaders of tho strikers
at tho Hotel Woodstock, In u con-

ference right after breakfast. Then
they went to tho Valo Club where
they met the llvo railroad Presidents,
who had been empowered to act. Tho

SHOPMEN'S CHIEF
SAYS ROADS WANT
TO DISCIPLINE MEN

Not Actuated by Desire to
Protect Men Who Staved

at Work.
Hert M. Jowcll, bend of the Hall.

road Department of the American
Federation of Labor, made the fol
lowing statement:

The conferences have shown that
tho group of roads which havo been
conferring will at present make, no
concessions. They stand firm on the
position of the Association of Hallway
Kxecutives, which refuses seniority
rights.

"Tills refusal of seniority rights to
union men, tt Is now clear. Is not for
tho purpose of keeping promises to
strikebreakers, but solely for tho pur
pose or disciplining' mo men tor a
legal and justified strike.

"This is a position which the men
cannot compromise.

"To go back to work under such
terms would mean defeat when, as a
matter of fact, wo are victorious. The
breakdown of equipment and tho
shortage of cars and locomotives is
now shown by Government statistics.

"It will be obvious to every shipper
and farmer during tho next few- -

weeks. Wo Bhall bo content to let the
condition of equipment prove that the
railroads cannot opexatu their shops
with unskilled strikebreakers and
bring the executives to a tnoro reas
onablo fmmn of mind.

"We do not blame the more rea
sonable executives who have evidently
yieled to pressure. Wo bellevo that
the next tew weeks will enable them
to bring home to their hardskillcd
colleagues tho entire railroad situa
tion in its grim reality.

"wo can lino win ugnt for our
minimum terms and for a nationwide
settlement asa long as the manage
nient can and will. In bchnlf of the
public Interest we havo offered to
compromise on everything but our
existence. Now that wo are com
pelletl to fight, however, our lcloj
will bring with it victory on all tho
issues lor wnicu uie strike was
called" . . ,

when n H. It. T. West Kncl express
train blew a fuse when midway be
tween l'aclflc Street and Do Kalb
.venuo at S n'clock this morning.
causing a panic on the train which
which bound Manlmttanwnrd.

With tho blowout tho train was
darkened and this set tho women In a
frenzy, many of them rushing
through tho cars while courageous
men attempted In vain to quiet them.
In the excitement panes of window
glass In some of tho cars were broken,
such was the crush of humanity In
the attempts to get further away
from tho particular car whero the
fuse flarc-u- p was located.

Screams of the women and young
girls, mingled with shouts of some
men to "stop the train," were cither
not heard by tho motorman and ho
continued on until tho next station
was reached at De Kalb Avenue.

There tho emergency lights gave
some illumination and quite a num
ber of passengers alighted and re-

sorted to some other means of transit
to Manhattan. In two minutes the
train lestarted and, apparently, all
was well until the train left tho Canal
Street Station, whero a recurrence of
tho blowout threw tho passengers
Into a further state of excitement.

From S.lj to S.40 tho train was
stalled near tho Canal Street station.
Transit Commission Inspectors wero
sent out to ascertain tho complete de
tails surrounding the double tie-u-

which caused delay nil along tho lino.
Trains were stalled as far out us
Pacific Street anJ tho interruption
had its effect on tho Manhattan end
as well.

Electricians and trouble chasers for
the D. It. T. found upon investigation
at Canal Street that tho six-c- ar train
was stalled through tho grounding of
a motor wire against the truck of the
third cur. The delay In tho tube was
of twenty minutes' duration and while
It was hot and sweltering on what is
otherwise a humid day, tho electric
fans were humming without Interrup-
tion and the lights were restored, all
of which allayed the apprehension
which had been acute on the Brook
lyn side.

To alleviate the traffic Jam the
trains were rerouted from the Man-
hattan Bridge through tho Whitehall
Street tunnel and brought tip Man-
hattan toward Canal Street, where by
a process of switching and more do- -
luy the traffic was gradually but
slowly limping along.

REPORT IN LONDON

Said to Be Active With Large
Force of Rebels Under

Gen. Aiken.

DUBLIN RAID PLANNED

May Make Attempt to Regain
Lost Ground Thousands

View Collins in State.

LONDON", Aug;. 25 (Associated
Press). ICamon De Yulera, Irish Uc
publican leader, has emerged from
seclusion since the death of Michael
Collins nnd Is reported to bo active
with a largo force of rebels, tho Bel
fast correspondent for tho Evening
News said to-d- he had learned.

Tho correspondent telegraphed his
paper as follows:

"I learn that there has been a
marked change in the Rebel army
since tho death of Michael Collins.
De Vnlera has emerged from his se
elusion and la reported to be with a
large force of rebels. The band Is
under command of Gon. Aiken, who
s regarded as ono of the ablest lead

ers.
it Is believed that with tho na

tional troops during the
week-en- d by tho mourning over Col-

lins, the rebels will make a frenzied
attempt to regain their lost arround.
Thero is every possibility of another
movement for Dublin from the
north."

THOUSANDS VIEW
COLLINS IN STATE
IN DUBLIN CITY HALL

Cosgrave, Acting President,

DUBLIN, Aug. 25 (Associated

Press). Tho body of Michael Collins

lay on Its bier in Dublin in City Hall
y, whllo sorrowing Irishmen of

all classes and creeds filed past for a
last look at tho features set in the
mien of determined deflanco with
which tho Freo State Commander In

Chief faced his foes to tho end.
Tho flag-cover- coffin, which ar

rived from Cork yesterday, was first
removed to St. Vincent's Hospital,
where Arthur Griffith died so recently,
and then, last night, to the City Hall,
where tho body will lie In stato until
Sunday. The funeral has been set for
Monday morning, with solemn high
requiem mass In tho
and Interment in Qlasnovln Cemetery.

Scenes of poignant grief were evi
denced an thousands of sdmirers
viewed the body, resting beneath the
statuo of O'Connell. The lid of the
collln was removed early this morn-
ing, revealing tho figure of the dead
General, bathed In tho fitful light of
six tapers that hod been placed with
a crucifix at his head. Tho hnll was
heavily draped In black, accentuating
tho tragic picture of the steady stream
of mourners.

It has been announced that the
Government will bo continued along
the exact lines laid down by Collins
and Griffith, and those lott in charge,
William Cosgrave and Richard Mu-
lcahy. havo expressed their determi
nation to see the Free Stnto for which
tho two lost leaders worked so In- -

defatigably Bet on a firm foundation.
Mulcahy succeeds Collins as Com

mander In Chief of tho National
Army and Cosgrave is acting as head
of tho Government. What actual
changes will bo mado In the Ministry
Is unknown until the Dail Lueaun
session.

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STRIKE

FORCES

Holds That Serious Situation
Makes It Imperative Min-

ers and Owners Should
Parley Further.

Three Bills Before Congress
Include One Providing for
Seizure of Mines and Op-

eration by United States.

WASHINGTON, Aug. 25 (Asso-elate- d

Press). Negotiations between
anthracite operators and United Mine
Workers officials to end tho suspen-
sion of mining operations are expected
by officials close to President Hardinjr
to bo resumed within a week as the
result of ovorturea made on behalf of
tho Administration.

President Harding, tt was said to-

day in an official quarter conversant
with the anthracite situation, hold
that the negotiations which were suspe-

nded-early tfiU' we6k through fail-
ure of tho operators and union offi-

cials to reach an agreement, particu-
larly upon the question of arbitration,
should bo resumed at once.

The Influence of tho Administration
has been exerted ln this direction and
has prevailed upon both sides to the
controversy, It wns officially stated.
Whore and when tho negotiations
will bo roncwed, officials were not
prepared to say.

Tho position of the two parties, as
understood here, is that union offi-

cials are anxious to reach an agree-
ment witlj tho operators which would
result ln a basic wage to bo effective
for one, two or three years, while
the operators were said to be of the
opinion that tho miners should re-

turn to work ut the old wage until
March 31 next, by 'which time a new-wag- e

agreement for the ensuing year
would he worked out In conference or
by arbitration. Officials here ate
confident these differences can be
reconciled In a new conference.

PHILADELPHIA, Aug. 25. Re-
ports were current hero that Mr.

CONGRESS BILL
CALLS FOR SEIZURE

Senator Cummins has called a meet-
ing of the Interstate, Commerco Com-
mittee to consider a bill proposing to
create a Federal coal distribution
agency which, working through emer-
gency powers to be conferred on the-Inte- i

state Commerco Commission,
would control the prices and distribu-
tion of coal.

In addition, the Upper House has
for consideration the bill introduced
by Senator Walsh of Massachusetts,
empowering the President to seize and
operate mines within forty-eig- ht

bonis.
