Albany to Act Fast in Session
Starting To-Da- y City

Democrats Opposed.

ALBANY. Aug. 2S. Tho extraor
dinary session of tho Legislature,
wnicn convenes Is expected
to carry out Gov. Miller's programme
for meeting tho coal shortage emer-
gency nnd adjourn by Wcdnesdny at
tho latest. The only opposition Is ex
pected from New York Democrats
who may make a fight for tho Hylan
plan, under which tho City of Now
York seeks power to appropriate
$G,000,000 to buy and sell coal and to
givo it away to those unable to pay
for It.

Other cities of tho State want this
power and through tho New York
State Confcrenco of Mayors a bill
will probably bo Introduced clvlne
all cities tho right to buy and sell
coal to their citizens nnd Industries.
Gov. Miller la opposed to this plan,
holding that with flfty-nln- o cities
competing for coal It would lncrcaso
the price and destroy the benefits of
centralization.

Gov. Miller's plan contemplates en
actment of throe measures declar-- J
ing mat nn emergency exists, creat-
ing u Fuel Administration and giving
him full powers.

He Is reported to be considering tho
names of several men for the post, in-

cluding those of Major Gen. George
W. Goethals, retired army engineer
nnd builder of the Panama Cunal, und
former Gov. Churles S. Whitman.

It is understood hn ivlll nulr tlm
appropriation of $10,000,000 as a re- -

uivinu nma 10 ouy ana dlstrinute
coal through dealers. The coal would
be turned over to the dealers at cost
and a fair profit would bo allowed
for the work of distribution.
