AUTOIST IN CRASH

CLAIMS AL SMITH

AS HIS RELATIVE

Intoxicated und Fled Scene
Until Halted by Shot,

Police Charge.

Waltor B. Smith, who claims to lie
a coualn of former Qav. Al Smith, was
In pustody of tho police of Brooklyn
to-d- following a crash between an
automobile he was driving and a mlllv
wagon and a resultant chaso In which
a shot was fired by a pollcoman, who
charges that Smith abandoned bis
demolished machine and attempted to
escape. Smith was accompanied by
two other men, who got away.

The prisoner, who said he Is a
salesman and lives at No. 1T0 East
Fourth Street, Brooklyn, was held In
boll of J500 by Magistrate QlKellt In
the Gates Avenue Court,- Brooklyn,
on a chargoof driving a car while
Intoxicated and while In court was'
served, with a summons calling for his
appearance in the Brooklyn Trafflo
Court on a charge of leav
ing the scene of accident wlthout'rc-- ;
porting to the pollen.

Smith and his two companions were
driving west on Eastern Parkway,
Brooklyn, at 6.10 o'clock this morn-
ing when the crash occurred; The
milk wagon, driven by William Carr,
twonty-elgb- t, of No. 4C0 61st Street,
Brooklyn, pulled put ot Schenectady:
Avenuo and was struck broadside by
the machine. Carr was hurled to the
pavement and was taken to St. John's
Hospital with severe lacerations of
tho head and a possible fracture of
the skull,

Pollcoman Schrcck of the Atlantic
Avenue Station heard the crash and
came up In time, ho says, to eo
threo men running from the de-
molished automobile. He gave: ohaso
and followed the one who later proved
to be Smith Into a cellar three blocks
away at Lincoln Place and Uttca Ave-
nuo. Schreck claims that Smith
reached toward his hip pocket, where-
upon the policeman fired a shot Into
the celling. Smith dropped ta the
floor and surrendered.
