Tho Congress
man was all for making It' rather a
formal tribute (o tho

Former Qov. Smith stood aside to
1st his wife enter the polling place In
th schoolhouse first, and to her
ballot No. 2IJ was handed.

Throngs Cheer

NEW YORK UP-STA-
TE

EARLY VOTING IS

UNUSUALLY HEAVY

Percentage of Regis
tered Voters Cast Ballots
Shortly After Polls Open.
ALBANY, Nov. 7. Considerably

more than half of the city's teglstercd
vote was cast by noon. Police of-

ficials said that not only was the bal-

loting the heaviest In their remem-
brance, but the election passed off
with less disturbance than any In re-

cent years.
BUFFALO, Nov. 7. With the

weather cleat- - nnd warm, a heavy vote
was polled in the first two hours. Jn
some districts poll clerks reported 20
per cent, of tho registered vo to cast
by 8 A. M.

ROCHESTER. Nov. 7. Clear
weather y brought hundreds of
voters to the polls here In tho first
three hours of balloting. Early re
ports from the county townships show
the farmer voto will be unusually
heavy In this section. There is an un-
precedented amount of splitting of
tickets.

JAMESTOWN, Nov. 7. It is clear
and bright, with country roads In
good condition, and a largo voto 1h

looked for In Chautauqua County. At
8 o'clock it was estimated that 20 per
cent, ot the vote in Jamestown hod
been cast. There is apparently a
good deal of splitting of tickets. The
women's voto will be largp.

HI.NUIIAMTON. Nov. 7. Election
Day opened here with an overcast sky
and mild temperature. Brisk voting
at tho opening of tho polls was suc-
ceeded by several hours' apathy, then
tho housewives began balloting, and
party workers say that beforo the
close of tho polls practically the full
registered voto will liavo been cast.

ITHACA, Nov. 7. Indications ot a
heavy vote In the city districts here
weio nppaient, but cloudy weather
prevailed accompanied by a litavv foe
and tho effect of this was problemati
cal in the rural districts. During the
first few hours the number of women
In line awaiting their turn to go Into
the voting booths In Ithaca was no-

ticeable.
SYRACUSE, Nov. 7. Heavy vot

ing marked tho eaily morning hours,
many women being among those to
appear at tho polling places beforo 10
o'clock. Tho weather was clear and
cool..

SCHENECTADY, Nov. 7. Voters
turned out ut an unprecedendtedly
early hour heie One district
reports that half of those legistercd
voted three hours after tho polls
opened. Watchers say that much
splitting Is being done. The fact that
many Republicans nie casting a com
plimentary voto for George R. Lunn
of this city. Dciuoeiatic candidate for
Lieut.

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TROUBLE BREWS

AT JERSEY POLLS;

ON A IT 10
Situation Tense in Hudson

and lfssex, With U. S.

vAgents Ready.

With Nrr Jet-st- police nd 260

Federal agents, who were called In to
guard the polls, threatening dire
things to each other If the election
laws are violated at polling places In
Hudson and Essex Counties, the first
arrest was made In Newark by a
deputy sheriff on Instructions from a
Federal agent. The prisoner was
Harry Linden, said to be a Demo
cratlc worker. He was taken Into
custody In the Rh Election District of
the 4th Ward.

At all polling places the police and
the Federal men are watching each
other closely. County Prosecutor
John O. Blgelow, Democrat, of Easax
County, bitterly resented Implications
that Illegal voting was taking place
In his county. He warned that any
Federal agent or any one else who at
tempts to Intimidate voters will be
Jailed, He added that any Idea that
there was a big fraudulent registra
Hon In Essex was ridiculous.

On the other hand. United States
Attorney Walter G. Wlnne, in Jer
sey City, was all prepared lo Jump
Into the situation if reports Indicated
that the situation demanded It. He
established headquarters In the Jer-
sey City Post Office and announced
that he had 50 deputy marshals pre-
pared to rush to any seat of trouble.
"We have 260 regular deputies with-
in thirty, minutes of Hudson County,"
he said.'

Meanwhile both Republicans and
Democrats ate claiming commanding
pluralities for their candidates. For
mer Gov. E. C. Stokes, Charman of
the Republican State Committee, d

the ot United States
Senator Frellnghuysen and the elec
tion of Runyon for
Governor by at least 60,000; but,
on the other land, Democrats arc
claiming that the vote In Hudson
County will go so overwhelmingly
Democratic that it will carry the
whole Stale ticket with It.

Registration In Hudson County Is a
record one and Mayor Hague de
clared that an 80,000 Edwards plural
ity will be rolled up there. Hatry
Heser, Democratic State Committee
Chairman, Is forecasting the election
of Edwards and Sllzer by 60,000 and
adds that he will not be surprised If
It touches 75,000.

The trouble between Federal agents
and police came to a head last night
as the result ot a letter issued to the
police by Judge Hyman Lazarus ot
the Court of Common Pleas of Jersey
City. In his letter the Jurist quoted
tho election laws having to do with
the presence at the polls of only duly
authorized persons, and he ordered the
police to arrest any person at the polls
whose presence there did not comply
with the law.

"There have been persistent
rumors, he wrote, ' that unauthori-
zed persons nro to be brought here
from outside the State for the purpose
of participating In the eletclon."

Whon this letter was shown to Da
vid Allen, a Jersey City Federal agent,
who Is to have charge of 250 of the
Frellnghuysen deputies, he said that
his men would not allow tho Jerse
City police to approach within 100 feet
of the polling places. Local officials
then replied that If Allen tried any-
thing like this his men would find
themselves in Jail. Tho situation ap
peared full of possibilities as the polls
opened.

An unsually heavy voto was record
ed up to 0.30 o'clock this morning In
Jersey City. Many women accom-
panied their male relatives and friends
to tho polls.

Thirteen women are candidates for
tho New Jersey Assembly and the suc-
cess of at least seven appeared as-

sured. Last year three women held
places of honor In the Assembly.

In Atlantic County airs. Jose&n
Godfrey Is a candlBate on the Demo-

cratic ticket for the Assembly. Her
candidacy Is not being viewed with
much concern by tho opposition.
