KINCAID'S ORDER STRAIGHT VICTORY

Ruling Will Be Basis Of
Commission's Reply on

Republic A. C. Case.

Chances of having the State's
armories thrown open to professional
hoxlng under tho supervision of In-

dependent promoters have been, to all
intents and purposes, dissipated under
the effect of a swooping order Issued
by Adjutant Oeneral Leslie Klncald.
Tho existence of tho order, which
was Issued uhder date of last Friday,
and which has been sent to the State
Athletic Commission, becamo known
only yesterday.

Tho text of the order, according to
an uuthorltativo source, follows:

"Section 308 of the regulations for
the military forces of the State is
hereby changed to read ns follows:

" 'The holding of professional box-In- u

or snirrlng matches, bouts or ex-

hibitions in any nrmoiy within Ihe
State Is prohibited by command of
the Governor.' "

This order has been signed by
Adjutant General Kincaid, and, it in

undeistnod, has been distributed
nmoncr the eommanilinc nulcers of the
various armories throughout the
State.

It is known that the State Athletic
Commission has received a copy of
the order and thut the boxing gov
ernlng board discussed the change In
the military regulations at its meet-
ing Saturday morning.

The order will be used as tho repl5
of Governor Jllller the Adjutant fien
end's ofliee and the State Athletic
Commission to the peiemptory man-
damus proceeding by which the

A. C. seeks to compel the Statu
Athletic Commission to show cause
