SAYS SUING HUBBY

"rfello! Hello!" Meant
"Walter's Here" "Com-

mence," He Was Absent.

On tho complaint of Walter II,
Straub of No. 1S21 Weeks Avenue,
district superintendent of, the Ynhi
Company, manufacturers of patent,
pencils, that William J. Greafo. a
broker In tho Klatlron Building, con-

templated moving his assets out of
the State on' the eve of tho trial of
Straub's $100,000 alienation 'suit
against him. Justlco Kocnlg in Bronx
County issued a body attachment
against Create He furnished
a bond of '$3,000 and was released.

In his suit Straub .says he was
married at EIIJcott,CIty, Mr., In July,
191S, and came to New York with hla
wife and threc-ycar-o- ld son in Feb
ruary of this year.

Last 'August, ho said, Mrs. Straub
was persuaded by Greafo to leave
homo and start a separation suit.

In fourteen voluminous affidavits
It is stated that Greafo was alwuys
about the Straub home when Strautr
--vug making his oul of town trips.
From tho telephone switchboard op-

erator In tho apartment house, he
said, he learned that Mrs. Straub had
a codo to avert his suspicions, l.f
Greafo called up When Straub was at
home, the operator told thelhusband.
Mrs. Straub would shout "Hello I

HelloJ lfello! You'e got the wrong
number."

But If Mr. Straub were away she
would start her reply with the word
'Commerce." The affidavit of the

telephone operator told of a scoro. ot
endearing phrases, such as "sweet-
est," "light of my day" and "little
sunshine." used by Greafc In talk-
ing to Mrs. Straub.

Grcafo's answer to the suit has not
been filed.

John 'J. Wntson Jr.. President ci
tho Atlas Truck Corporation, "with nn
offlco nt No. 61 Broadway, was tho
(IrsC witness. He said that Cosgrove.
a director, was In charge of the Now
York ofTlce. Tho Atlas Company.
Mr. Watson said, was the first ono to
develop a trackless trolley bus.

The witness said that tho company
had a contract' with tho City of New
York for tlie construction of 3evcn
trackless trolley cais for use on
Staten Island.

"When were these cars delivered to
the city?" asked Mr. Shearn.

"The latter part of the summer of
1921," replied Mr. Watson.

"Wna It not Just before tho election
In 1911?" asked Mr. Shcarn.

"I nm not sure, but I know they
were very anxious to havo them de-

livered before election," answered Mr.
Watson.

Mr. Watson testified that when the
first seven cars wcro turned over to
the city, negotiations were undertaken
by his truck company to sell Uio
municipality an additional number.

Judge Shearn then askew If between
the time when the delivery of the first
seven cars was completed und while
negotiations wero pending for tb- -

purchase of additional cars, whether
ho had an Interview with any ono out-sld- o

his organisation concerning tht:
supplying of cars to the city. .

Tho witness admitted such a mov
ing and named William Crompton us
tho man ho talked with. Crompton
told him, ho said, that he was very
close to the city: that the city w.io
going to be In tho market for a large

Q. You recollect reading In the
newspapers about that time of the
Mayor's proposal to havo tho city ait
thorlred to spend $25,000,000 for
buses?

Crompton tencwed this subject with
you? ' A. IIo called my attention t
the fact and asked me If I had seen
that thq ' city was going ahead and
was asking for this authority.

Q. Didn't Mr. Cosgrove report to
you thnt tho specifications hud been
changed bo as to practically put your
company out of tho bidding?. A. He
Inndo tlie statement that there had
been chunges In tlio specifications
which made It dlfllcult.

Crompton denied "absolutely" that
he ever represented to cither Watson

tor Cosgrovo that ho had any Influence
111c ty Administration, Jtc sam

lio hud no1 political influence, that he
was Just a salesman and desired to
obtain the selling agency of tlK Atlas
trucks, but not icccssarily to the City,
of Hew York, although tho City of
New York was looked to as the larg-
est prospective purchaser.

Revisions In specifications for track-
less troljcy trucks were read Into tho
record by Judge Shcarn.

Judge Shearn said that Cosgrovo can
tell how tho changes operated against
the Atlas truck or otherwise caused
the Atlas bid to bo so increased as u
eliminate that firm as a successful
bidder.
