BUTLERS

Nominee for Supreme Bench
Must Be Renamed Because

of Objections Filed.

WASHINGTON, Dec. I. Congress
closed Its two weeks' extra session
and started Its regular session to-d-

with an Intervening period of only
ten minutes. By resolution the end

the special session, which began
Nov. TO. was closed at 11.60 o'clock
and tho new and final session of tho
Sixty-seven- th Congress began at tho
statutory hour of noon.

Proceedings y were largely the
routine of winding up the old and be-
ginning tho new session, which runs
until March S. The Senate met at 10
o'clock and tho House at 11. In Its
brief silting the Senate formally
dropped the Dyer Antl-Lynchl- bill
and confirmed nlout 1,700 nomina-
tions, but that of Pierce Butler of St.
Paul, to be an Associate Justice of the
Supreme Court, was blocked by objec
tions from Senator La Follette, Repub
lican, Wisconsin, and Norrls, Repub
lican, Nebraska.

After the ten minute breathing
rpcll between the old and new sen- -
(.tons, the Senate and House again
went through tho established motions
of reconvening, adopting resolutions
nnming committees to notify tho
President and each other of their
presence and readiness for business
The principal business of the new ses-
sion y was receipt of the nn.
nual budget, transmitted by tho 1'resl
dent.

Pr??!dnt Ttnrriln,- - j ex-
pected to deliver his message, outlin
ing the Administration's program
with tho shipping bill, farm credit
legislation and annual appropriations
bill as tho major features In prospect,

When the nomination of Butler wai
presented, a statement opposing Mr.
Butler's confirmation, filed recently
with the Judiciary Committee, was

to by Senator La Follette, and
ho was joined by Senator Norrls In
demanding that the persons making
tho statements be given a hearing,
Under these circumstances the leaden
decided to attempt no action y

The statement related to Mr. But-
ler's alleged conneclon with railroads
and other corporations and also with
political leaders In his home city.

After passing over tho Butler nom
lnatlon, the Senate confirmed about
1,700 othor appointments, lncludln,
1,500 army officers. Among tho lat
tcr were seven Majors and cloven
Brigadier Generals, and about six
hundred officers of lower grades, who
would have been dropped from the
army if the Senate had not acted on
their names beforo tho adjournment

t the speclall session. Most of thee
wcrcdemotlons.

Among tho nominations confirmed
was that of Miss Lucile Atchcrson of
Columbus, O., to be Secretary of I.n
cation, tno first woman ever ap
pointed to the diplomatic corps.

Tho Federal Coal Commission also
failed of confirmation and must bo
renominated. Thore was said to be
no serious object to Its members, but
that more time was desired for con
nideration.

"Can there be a reasonable expec-

tation for further considerable reduc-
tion In governmental expenditures In
tho near future? This question Is no
doubt on the Hps of many. The bur
den of tnxtatlon caused by the World
War has borne heavily upon us all
and It has been the earnest desiro
of tho Government to reduce this bur
den to the minimum consistent with

proper functioning of the Federal
services. Wo have seen, however.
that approximately two-thir- of tho
taxes collcctod go to pay certain fixed
charges, over tho expenditure of which
there can be exercised littlo or no
administrative control.

"After deducting these Items thevo
Is left, ns has been shown, approxi
mately only $1,000,000,000, out of
which theso normal operating ex
pinses of tho Government must bo
paid. It Is agnlnst this group of ex
pendltures that the retrenchment
policy of tho Government has been dl
rectcd.

"A reduction In expenditures would
undoubtedly result from a, reorganiza
tion of the departments and establish
ments upon u moro scientific baslH
but wo cannot look to this alono to
effect such n matcrlnl reduction In
cost of Government operation as
would Justify the expression of hope
for a considerable lessening of ex
penditures In tho years to come.

"Thcro Is, however, another field of
Government operation a rapidly
broadening field of Government ex
pcndlture which may Iks dlscussei
with protlt to us all. I refer to ex
penditures which are liclng made from
appropriations for Federal aid In
lines of research, Improvement and
development which, while having no
direct connection with the operations
of the business of Government, have
grown to become a recognized part o
Its activities. Theso ex
traneous activities havo flowed from
tho laws enacted pursuant to popula
demand, and I tako this occasion to
refer to them for tho purpose of
showing that tho taxation which
necessarily results In providing fund
to meet them Is a necessary Incident
to the fulfilment of the popular
demand.

"In the efforts which have been
directed to reducing public expendl
turcs. I have been much concerned in
apparent Increasing Blato, county an
municipal Indebtedness, and I m
feaiful lest this condition may be I

TOO SHORT FOR ALL

HARDING PROGRAM

Subsidy, Farm Credits,
Bonus and Tax Revision,

Crowd Appropriation Bills.

the next congress will be called. Judg-In- g

by the rate of speed at which
every Congress moves, relatively little
can be accomplished In three months,
but this will not prevent n concentre- -'

tlon of effort on vital measures. What
can be done and what will be done
are, however, two different things.

The public may expect an attempt
to do many things, an attempt to sat
isfy the restless mood of the electo
rate, Its craving for something posi
tive, something curative.

President Harding has ready a mas- -

Bago full of recommendations. He
knows Congress can't act on them
:ill, even if it ncquiesced In his point
of view. But the start must be made
sometime and tho record of the Ex
ecutive must bo made clear. So,
though he knows he cannot get
through Congress very much of any
thing In the tree crowhded months
ihead, ho realizes that It is his duty
to lead, to take the initiative nnd to
begin a drive for tho legislation that
must round out his Presidential
term. An extrn session Is of course
Inevitable. Tho only question Is how
long after March 4 It can be delayed.
It is inconceivable that with so many
problems untouched nnd so murh un-

finished business that Congress hould
have a 'acatlon from Mnrch 4 to the
following Decembor. For moro thnn
a decado Congress has been In almost
continuous session rarely away from
the Natlonnl capital more than a
month nt a time.

First of all, Mr. Harding wants the
shipping problem solved. He puts
this measure above all others In order
of Importance. But tho shott
session of Congress from December to
March has tho usual number of ap-

propriation bills ti pass, which oc--
cudv at least sixty days and often
more. Theso hills cannot be rushed
through nowadays as quickly as in
the old days, when the entire, budget
of the Federal Government was a
billion dollars or less. With a three
million dnU.ir hilrtcnt nnd n Hpmnml

for economy, due to the widespread
drain of the Income Tax Law on the
voter's pocketbook, approprlatln bills
must be minutely examined.

Business conditions are 'ictter now
than they have been and the truth Is
there should be a notlceablo Increaso In
revenues. Nobody, of cours, can tell
how much will be received from those
sources. Nobody can estimate either
how much will be derived from the
now Tariff Bill though Its sponsore are
not claiming that very much will be
brought In that way.

Som enmendments to the Tax I.nw
aro certain to be proposed In the ex-

tra session which will follow after
March 4. President Harding himself
has announced that ho Isn't satisfied
with tho nresent lnw.

Tho soldier bonus movement is by
no means dead and will continue to
P'cs for attention especlnly If al re- -
