to tho court. Instating- that tho daugh-
ter be called Mrs. Uouvler. She is
tho wlfo or William Sergeant ISou
vler of New York.

Tender passages from letters writ
ten by Mrs. Gron to her husband In
1917 and 191S wcro Introduced yes-
terday.

In ono letter Mrs. Gron acknowl-
edged receipt of a chock fur $1,000,
and in the letter dated Immediately
after this sho wrote: "1 went Into a
cathedral y to say a Hltlo pray. i

for you, my darling. I thanked God
for our sreut love and fnlth In each
othor."

Sho wrote how sho missed him in

In nnother written In the

same year she said: "My lllo without
you Is Impossible.

Writing in December, 1917, from
I.akowood, N. .1., Mrs. Oron said: "I
havo told Ilttlo Niels over and over
of all yoijr caro and loving thought
for lilm nnd for your littlu wife, lie
thinks you are tho best father a child
ever Imd."

Mrs. Gron was asked lo explain this
letter, In view of tho fact that sho
had accused her husband In her bill
of specifications of many acts appar
ently unbecoming to a parent.

Asked why her 1918 letters wore
so affectlunato, Mrs. Gron replied.
