The little girl's funeral will be hald
fo-morrow at St. Cecilla's Church.
The Angel Sodality, of which she wns
a member, will attend in a body. The
buarial will ba in Calvary Cometery.

The detectives have found among
the tenants of the house next door to
the MeCarthy home an employee of
‘the Dock Department who told them
he had spent most of the day at the
window of his home reading the news-
papers. He did oot hear a shot nor
did he hear Thoresa's Httle dog bark-
ing, The Investigators belleve that
the sound of the shot would Lardly
have attracted tho attention of any-
body on the street because the street
has a heavy automobile traffic and
any explosion would be attributed to
& back-firing mutor,

“My Investigation,' announced
Capt,, Dan Carey to-day, *“'leads~me
to believe that this [ittle girl was
killed by another child, most likely a
hoay, who owned a toy gun and who
became frightened when the girl rel)
mortally wounded and ran away."’

Scores of detectives have been
questioning chilidlren o the nelghlior-
hood In an effort to find some boy
who had a toy gun or a emall calibre
pistol such os might lave held the
Tullet that killed tho gitl, They have

canvassed the nelghborhood three
blocks each way, and to.day will
question children of St Cecilia’s

Parochial School In hope
help clear up the mystery.
