They have their pay for the transportation of the
passenger and his baggage, and the traveler commits his
trunk to their care. In railroad traveling, the trunk i* not

left in the care of it* owner, but is put away under the care

of a porter belonging to tho Company, and admittance to the
baggage car is prohibited.
Ofcourse, a person would rather take all reasonable cure

of his trunk, than be put In the trouble of pro-ecu tin" for its
recovery. But. if a trunk is lost by the carelessness of the
public carriers, the owner may and should prosecute for the
recovery of it* value.
