Nothing is more apparent than

that tiie ittoirtion of this penalty is inconsistent with the prin¬

Cer¬

tainly, the precepts of our religion require us to yield to the

most guilty the full period of time that Cod himself may alot

to him for repentance and reformation.
The right of society to take the life of its members is ex¬

tremely doubtful; and can be rightfully exercised only in cases

of absolute necessity.for self-defence. This necessity is

much less apparent in the case ofthe criminal than in that of

the lunatic whom society has never proposed to put to death.

The pretended nght to inflict the punishment of death is

I not. ns it i« claimed to be, an application of the natural right
of self-defence. The history of criminal legislation in every
country -hows conclusively that the fear of death is not a

powerful or effectual restraint upon the passions and the mo¬

tives which lead to the rrjmmi'sion of great crimes. The
mas- of those wh<> have suffered this punishment have appa¬
rently been indifferent to it, and the influence of the publicity
of executions hns everywhere been found mo-t destructive to

ill healthy thought and action. The lookers-on at the exe¬

cution-at tin- did Bailey in England, and elsewhere, have

been uniformly described as tiie most infamous of mankind:
and verif frequently crimes have been committed in sight of
the -till quivering bodies of the malefactors, which have after¬
ward been punished in the same brutal way. Almost every

public execution has civen birth to others, by destroying the

regard for the inviolability of life, and by depraving in a vast

variety of ways the minds of those who have been witnesses

of the spectacle. Indeed, the principle thai the punishment
of death is efficacious a- an example, has been virtually
abandoned in this State, and in some others, by the prohibi¬
tion of public execution..

Certainty of punishment is more effectual than severity.
Uncertainty, fatal to nil objects, attends tiie punishment of

death, from the repugnance of jurors to it- infliction, w hich

would be remedied by n penalty los- abhorrent to th" instincts

ofhumanity. Tho Substitution of solitary confinement with

hard labor, during life, for the present capital punishment, if
it would be more severe, would be le.-s era eh It would

place the criminal within reach of ti Christian renovation, of

heart, and thus spare ids soul from condemnation,
In Belgium, Tuscany,Holland, India, arid »thercountries,

the abolition of the punishment of death has been foliowi d

by the happiest consequence-: and in England, France, and

nearly all European and American States, the mitigation nf

the penal code, by t'r.e restriction of the punishment of death

to two or three of the crimes to which it kad been prcviouslv
extended, has induced the most healthful and permanent re-

forms. The ablest writers on criminal law, of modern times,
