On Thursday morning, the deceased sent a boat
man named Timson to an Bpothecary'sshop to purchase for him
a shüünc's worth of laudanum which he purchased at a shop in
Cherry-street in a two-ounce phial, labeled, and carried to the
deceased. About S o'clock on Thursday night, the wife of dc-
ceased went to the -tore and found him lying on the counter,
asleep. She aroused him, when he opened his eyes and looked
at her. but did not speak, although she called him by name. He
then immediately relapsed into ids former state of stupor, when
Iiis wife, becoming alarmed, sent for Dr. Hitter, who attended,
but found die deceased, as he supposed, beyond the reach of
remedies; and di 1 not, therefore, attempt to administer any,as he
wa- senseless, almost pulseless, blood issuing from his nose, and
the extremities cold. On turning the body over, the Doctor dis¬
covered iv two-ounce phial, marked l.-iuiianuui, containing 0
small quanrirv of that drug, the other and greater part of!
whieh he evidently had taken. Dr. Linsley was then called in
about 11 o'clock, after the deceased had been conveyed to his
house in Hamilton-street.) and used thestomach pump, sinapisms,
Ac.. >.-;t without any beneficial effect, as he could not he aroused,
and about IS o'clock died.
