ary, a few weeks since, we stated it to be a work of imm jtnse
research, every page of which was full instruction. The
more we study the work, the more we discover it- utility,
arid the hit'!is the estimation in v. In. it we hold it. W hat
Dr. Webster saysof his literary toils in general, is emphati¬
cally true respecting his Dictionary. " In all my literary la¬

bors, I have dtl gently sought for truth. I have labored also
to facilitate the acquisition of truth by tho youth of this
country." Truth has been discovered by him, thro'::':, .,

It seems tobe an agreed point, as well in Great Britain us

in this country, that the American Di< tioaary is an impi
ment on all pteceding works of tin- kind. Vet we believe
that few men have cxamined'it and the introduction to it,
with a sufficient degree of attention, to learn or duly appre¬
ciate the value of the improvements. Take fo: ex trn] the
article of Etymology. We find that enm-o in the Lati
ruagc signifies to l>e white; eanus, white; whence .- the
word Candidus, and the English word candid. We find triso
in Latin, that cana signifies losing; whence our wotdsch int,
rant, &c. It is probable that no man livins ever supp tsed
that these words all proceeded from ore root and had the
name primary signification, until Dr. Webster discovered the
connection. He, by a Ion« course ofinvestigation, found the
radical sense to he to drive, thrust, or throui. This gives
the seme of singing, which i* a driving of the voice; a I
of light, which is thrown from the sum, and ti.:- gives the
tense of whiteness. Sen die word cant in the American
Dictionary.

So nlso hate ami hent, he show.- to have the same origin,
and radically denote the same thing, viz., to stir, to irritate,
to rouse. In the Saxon language these words have the same
