BATTLE OF LAKE CHAMPLAIN AND PLATTSBURG;

31AC03U AND MACDo.VOl'GH.

As Macorob, Kke Macdonougb, is now numbered with the
dead, those v. ho take a proper interest in the American
Army and Navy may be gratified with a brief notice of the
brilliant services rendered to their country by the forces un¬

der their command, at the Baltics <>f PlatLsburg and Lake
Charoplain. In nouefng the events of Ml-I. Hale refers to
the draftsjof troops taken from ih'' Chainplain frontiers for
the purpose of reinforcing the troops under Brown and Scott,
eugaged along the Niagara frontier. 11- then add.
The march of the troops from Plattsburg having left that

p ist almost defenceless, the enemy, determined to attach it
by land, mid, or Ute same time, to attempt the deJtraction Of
tire American flotilla on Lake Cbamplaih. On the 3d of
September, Sir George Provost, the Governor General of
Canada, with an nrrny of 14,000 men, most of whom had
served in the wars of Europe; entere.1 the territories of the
I nited States. A- soon os his object was ascertained, P»ii_-a-
dier General Macomb, the commander of Ptattsburz, called
to hi* aid the militia of New-York and Vermont, who, with
alacrity and without distinction of j».irry. obeyed the call;

(iri tho Gth, the enemy arrived at Plattsburg, which is
situated near Luke Ghamplnin, on the northerly bank of the
small riverSarnnnc. Ontheii approach,the American troops,
who were posted *n the opposite bank, tore up the planks f
the bridges, with which they formed slight breastworks, and
prepared to dispute the passage of the stream. Sevotal at¬

tempts to cross it were made by the enemy, but they were

uniformly defeated. From this time, until the 1.1th; the
British army wen- employed in erecting batteries, while the
American forces were every hour augmented by the arrival
of volunteers and militia.

Early in the morning of that day, the British squadron,
commanded bj Commodore Downie, aprseaied off the harbor
of Platisburg, when- liiat of ijie United States, commanded
by Commodore Ma ^onongb, lay at anchor prepared far bat¬
tle. The former carried ninety-five guns, and was manned
with upwards ol ltUMI ni-n. the latter c.irrieil eighty-six .'.uns,
and was manned with 520 men.

At nine o'clock the battle commenced..Seldom has [he
ocean witnessed a more furious encounter than now took
place on the bosom of this transparent aril peaceful lake.
At the same moment, the enemy on bind began a heavy
cannonade upon the Ami ii, :.n lines,nml attempted,at differ¬
ent places to cross the Snmnac. \t a ford above the village
I lie strife was hot and deadly. Asoften as the enemy ad¬
vanced into the water, they received a destructive fire 'from
the militia, and their dead bodies floated down the stream

literally crimsoned with blood;
At half jin-t eleven, the sh >':t of victory, heard along the

American lines, announced the result of the battle .n the
lake. Asecond British squadron had yielded to the prowess
of the American seamen. The cry animated to braver deeds
tiieir brethren on land. Fainter became the efforts of the
enemy; In the afternoon, they withdrew tri their intrench-
m ujU. In the night; they began a precipitate retreat, and
had fled eight miles before their departure was'known in the
American camp.

In the lat¬
ter number, however, .were included more than five hundre !
British soldiers, who. preferring America to their native
country; deserted from the retreating army. With these
splendid victories closed the campaign on the northern fron¬
tier.
