t o\ us. The Hoard of Trade in this city and the Legislature
of our St.ite have by resolution expressed this public wish.

During all the discussions and actions on ibis .subject only
one thousand nnd ninety-six persons have remonstrated, ami
no public meriinc has been held to oppose it.

Among the most prominent advocates of this law ure the
wealthiest men in our State, and Merchants, Manufacturers,
Mechanics and Farmers, who give the most extensive cre¬

dits ; while scarcely a rich man or large trader's name can

be found in opposition to it.
This is a measure asked for by the Creditor class in our

The Erie..The Coroner at Bunaio has commenced an

Investigation of the causes which led to the detraction of

( the Erie, a part of which is published ia the Buffalo Com¬
mercial of Thursday ar.d Friday. It would be manifestly
unjust to attach censure or LUme to any one before the in¬

vestigation is completed : but there are some fact* already
elicited well calculated to attract the attention and scrutiny
of the public. It is riven in evidence that there was no tin
or zinc lining above the boiler, between it and the deck, such
as i» usually the case with ether boats; and one of the men

employed on the boat states that the boiler deck has caught
fire at least three time* before sinco he has been on beard oi
her.' John Hibbard, one of the steamboat inspectors for

Buffalo, «aid tie consideted the present law in relation to the
inspection of steamboats a dead Utter, and not at all ade¬
quate to the object for which it was framed. Some ef the
boats (among which are the Clinton, the Fulton and the Julia

Ann) have obtained certificates from an inspector without his
examinier: the vessel, or ever, going on board! Mr. H. went

into a minute description of the Erie.the position of her ma-

chinery tending tr> endanger her safety.and giving it as his

opinion that the t'.re took place underneath the hotter deck.
from spatks which escaped from the flues. The most plausi-
ble opinion, however, which we can gatuer from the testi-
mor.v of the different witnesses is. that one of the demijohns
standing on ihe boiler deck bur-t. and the contents ran through
the dock, (which was neither caulked nor lined.) and thus
communicated w ith the boilers.

C. M. Rrrri, Esq., the owner of the Eri<\ appear* afxious
that the investigation should be thorough; ami we hope the
result will pi ytt him and ail others guiltless of any criminal

neglect. On the opening of tho inquest on Friday murr.i.ig.
