happy and contented. Old debts are getting paid
off; money circulates freely; merchants llouri-h;

They found il grew more vigorously
and luxuriantly than in their Southern plantations,
and nlso ih:it the season w; s .piite long enough an -I

the crop certain. Their example h.is been billow¬

ed, and this year thctu wifl be raised in this sec-

tiou half enough to supply our tobacco-cl.ewers.

fiF.NTLEMü.v : As you «poke las' evening of the

?nn(.ral policy of the Whigs, under the present
posture of arT.iirs. relative to the Bank bill, I am

willing to place you in full possession of my
opinion on that subject.

It is not necessary to z<> farther back into the
history of the past than the introduction of the

present measure- ir.to the House of Representatives.
That introduction took piace within two or ihre«1
days aft»-r til" Pre-i font's disapptoval of the f inner
bill, and I have not the slightest doubt that it was

honestly and fairly intended a,-, a measure likely to

meet the President's approbation. I do not be¬
lieve that one in fifty of the Whigs had any sinister
«iesign whatever, if there was an individual who
had surh design. But I know that the {'resident
had be<n greatly troubled in regard to the former
bill, being desiious on one hand to meet the wishes
of his friends if he could, and on the other to do
ju-tihe to his own opinions.

to lie making rapid propre--. I know the Pr>--id-'r t

: regretted this, and wished the whole subject might
have been postponed. At the same time, I believe
he was disposed to consider calmly and conscien-
tio'jsly whatever other measure might be presented
to hirn.

Of the New-York American, under date of Niagara
Falls, September 21, g-'ves the particulars of a

most nefarious attempt made last week to blow up
two British steamboats lying at anchor at Chippe-
wa.

The following is an extract from
the letter in the American :

" The machine [in blow up the boats] consisted
of two casks, containing 150 lbs. of powder. They
were each placed on a frame one hundred yards
apart, (but connected by a rope,) with a leaden
pipe, and fu-e therein inserted, mid thus lowed
fiom Grand Island, and sent drifting towards ihe
vessels. One only of the casks exploded, but
most f rtonatciy. prematurely, being yard*
short ofthe mas A*.otherwise every soul on board,
with the vessels, must have been destroyed, li

' was about3, P. M. Those on board at first sup-
j posed the report w as that of a cannon. The men

were speedily mustered, and the machine was

seen limiting. A boat \\i;h six men was lowered,
and whilst proceeding to secure it, jired at from
Grand Island, bu: happily w ithout injury. And
