If, as 1ms been conjectured, the above
mentioned vessel struck on the ice of Newfound-
land, it i* highly probable that the t:ro.--t Atlantic
cuireut. which sets in from thr- North during the
rammer, tuny have drifted the ill-fated ship thus
far to the southward. At all even;.*, it was the
wreck of ii very large vessel, and may vet prove
disastrous to nny crew who may have the ir.i-.fnr-
tutmte toj-tin foul of it during the night.
