THE RECLUYE OF THE BLU
MOUNTAIN.»

A SKETCH ....Bv Mas. Ell et.
It is now u matter of thirty years since I I«

Chambersburg, Pennsylvania, on an excursii
through the vuiley extending west, of th>» Junial
I have often traversed the «aun' portion of counli
since, but circumstances occurring on my first vis
bave fixed that indelibly in my memory, »hile n

recollection scarce retains uny subsequent impre
siuns. By the way, poets who have sung of tl.
beauties of nature on Susquehanuah's side' ougl
to visit the most lovely of u« western brunches.-
The Juiiiata bus but r»-cently been celebrated l>
the pencil of American artists; though ii« hunk
present every variety of the hold mid beautiful i
scenery. Fair nnd fertile meadows, wild and ri

mantic glens, moss-shrouded rocks, shady forest
und picturesque wooded cliffs, mark the progres
of this enchanting stream, from its rise in Bedfon
County to its junction with thw parent river. Th
bold foature» of the mountainous region of Pean
»ylvutiiii are here blended with the fairy-like love
lines« of u country less sternly wild.
My design via« to proceed to Harrisburg..

Though the roads were in u most uncivilized rom

lion, yet I apprehended no Inconvenience or di«
comfort in travelling on horseback, provided as

was with a stork of youthful strength that bad«
defiance to fatigue. The valley of Tuscarora, now

try, was then but imperfectly cultivated; h lew
bouses, rude in structure were wccnsionally seen

Further westwatd, the iraccn
of huiiiiin habitation disnpp Bred ; und a dense
dark forest spread for many miles, «n aucieni ami
impenetrable, that it acquiied the popular nami
ol the Shades of Death. The sturdy Dutch sel
tiers that vegetated on the borders of this lonely
region, were not gifted with the curiosity oi enter

prise ol New-Englanders the Shades "f Deal!
liad rarely echoed the sound of an axe, or the voie«
of the cheerful luboter. Tho «ule d¡sttuber ol
its recesses was now and th.-n u traveler, who ven<

lured, like myself, t" pass through them in quest
of u mure hospitable country.

I was ever a lover of nature in her wildest
infinis. It was with no slight feeling «d enjoy.
ment that I threaded these dreary wood«, «tin^-
gling along over mai y obstarles, like the stream

whose en«;ward course 1 followed. The landscape
m ouinl ni" was primitive, though my range of vision
was «f necessity limited. Here were oaks thai
had stood perhaps for centuries before the white
mini set foot on the »"it of the western world, now

hoary, «rumbling, and fust \ieldiue to the vigorous
growth of their posterity, «lately, luxuriant trees,
llml seemed to spurn the prostrate forms of llieii
ancestors. The solemn verdure of the tull hem
lurks, of foliage like the redar, was cimtru-tei
