Observation has, however, convinced us
chat two Medical Tnstitutes of the first class will
prosper better in our City than one, and the uni
form experience of our City confirms the position-
The establishment of little schools all over the
country is prejudicinl, but this evil is rapidiy
working its own cure. Nine-tenths of our sw-
Juots and young physiciaus now stend the Lec-
tures inone or other of cur chief citiea; and we
find, on inquiry, thet very many who would other-
wise bave gone to Philadelphia have this yeur
stopped at our University. Some within our per-
sonal moquaintance who went on to Philadelphia
returned, and are now attending the Lectures of
3.0 University Professors.

A medical friend in whose judgement we have
much reliance suggests that if wur University is ro-

solved to have theirs indeed the best and mostap-

proved Medical lustitute in Americs, outstripping
its uldor and bighly popular Philadelphis rival, it

will be advisable that she st least equal her in the |

erganization und extent of Ler Medical Facely.
If we compare the arrangement of the Chairs in
the two institutiens, we shall fiad that the division
of labor is sueh as to enable the Universicy of Penn-
sylvanin to present to the Studentia s more ampls
munoer, those branches of Medicine which are ex
clusitely the offspring of the present age, and
which constitute in Europe and Americs, in almost
evary well-adupted Institutien, a department eager-
ly sourht by every student. We will be understood
by our medical readers, to refer 1o Physiology and
Pathology, both of which have communded ko large
n share of the labors of the scientific in vur day, us
tw present te the student eluims not inferior to any
brarch of Medicine,—for while Anatomy is dis-
playing the intricately and wonderfully complicated
mechanism of the bedy, Physiology is unfulding the
powers ard resourees of that mechaniam in health,
and establishing the besis of all cerrect reasoning,
upou the meams by which disease is produced.
