The result of the hate election for members of

the Common Council, has been unfortunate for us.

but we are adding to tbo disgrace of our defeat,
by attempting to trick the Whigs out of their fairly
earned and legitimate victory.
The canvassers in the Sixth Ward, because n

part of the votes in that ward, the votes of one

district, have been placed in »ach n position that
tliev cannot bo lawfully or fairly counted, refuse to

make any return of the votes taken, and thereby
lender all the votes east in that ward, useless and
of no effect, and in fact decide that a new election
shall I..- held. Now, this is a question with which
it appears to me, they have nothing whatever to

do. It is certainly no part of their duty to order a

new election. There is ;u> right on their part to i

reject, throw aside, or refuse to count the votes ,

ubout which there i< no doubt or dispute, because ,

some other votes rannet bo lawfully received. ^
Because, through the fault or misfortune of tbo
Inspectors of one district, the votes of that district
have been lost or destroyed, or thrown into incal¬
culable confusion, there is no reason why all thw
citizens of that ward should bo deprived of their
rights. The citizens, whose voles have been fairly
und lawfully cast, and which votes tire not disquali¬
fied from being counted, have a right to insist
that full elVect shall be given to those votes, what¬
ever may bo the consequence to oilier citizens not

so fortunately situated. You have no right im a<k
these men to vote over again, merely to remedy the
misfortune or fault of others. The unlucky d »-

trict must sit down under the consequences ut ii*
own mishap, and cannot fairly extend its effect*
to its innocent and tr.oru fortunate neighbors.
Suppose one district in u Ward to bo very dis¬
orderly and its votes in consequence to be pur¬
posely destroyed, while all the other districts hove
thrown their votes in ti quiet, orderly und lawful
manner, tire we to bold out u premium to the dis¬
orderly by giving them thus a veto power upontho
whole election of the Ward ? It may be a very
hard cass that the electors of the First District in
the Sixth Ward should be deprived, through su

unfortunate riot, in which they had probably ho
part, of their share iu the election; but it would
be much harder to tuke awuy from the electors of
the other three Districts their just rights, for the
mishap of the first.it is sacrificing the rights of
the many to the advantage of the few. All the
votes that could be lawfully counted, the canvass¬

er* were bound to east up, and from them to di -

clarc the result.duse that could not bcVlawfuII)
counted, thev bad, of course, absolutely to reject.
Suppose the Mayoralty votes in that District had
also been overthrown by the riot, would Mr. Mor¬
ris have been any the less Mayor elect than lie
now is.' The canvasser* are bound to declare
who have received the highest number of votes in
die. Ward for the Common Council, and thev can
declare this onlyt from the votes t'r.at have'becn
lawfully cast and that rcaah them, the canvassers,
m a lawful shape; all others, they must,id" course,
reject. If the inspectors of the First District had
neglected any of thn proper formalities bfhbldw*
tlte election und had thereby rendered the election
in their District void, would* the electors.of the
ether Districts have to share the penalty of their
negligence .' clearly not. Moreover, it is not a
new case.and all the decisions of similar cu«c
in this State have been. I believe, to the effect, that
the Congressional District, county, town, or waid.
whose ballots have been lost, destroyed or by am
means legally disqualified from being counted,
must lose its vote, must alone suffer the conse¬
quences ot its own fault, misfortune or neglect,
without injuvy to the rest Rf the community. And
this is clear right and justice.

i tie case in the Eighth Ward i- still moreclearls
against us. And what I regret more than nil in
the mutter t<. that your journal seems to justify
the course of the canvassers in that Vf aid. You
say that the twenty or thirty ballots rejected there,
whereby our candidate for Alderman is returned,
are double ballots, which the law declares shall !>e
destroyed. The law says when two ballots are
found folded together, they shall Ik- destroyed.i.
Can two pieces of paper, firmly posted one over
the other, bo looked upon as two distinct ballots
found folded together ? A man has certainly a

right to vote n- fAtcA* a piece of paper for a ballot
as ho pleases. He has a light to paste rive or six

'.irres of blank paper together, arid upon the inner
niece write hi? vote: or, if the intermediate thick-
n«*-s should consi»t of part of a newspaper, erother
printed paper, is the printed matter thereon, which

! is covered up bv the inner piece, to be taken a« a

j part of Iii« ballot? The pasting of a piece of pa¬
per over the names of the ¦3"rrK>craf.ic candidates
waj a complete obliteration of those haraes, more

»o, even than runnier a pen through then: an*'

the writing;on the inner pvrt of the ballot :? tlw
j vote The intent of :he voter i- clear.to strike
out those nane.» and substitute others- But. you
-nv. these ballots might have become separatedhih tbe ballot-box; very well, then they would be
double ballets, and nn harrt! would come of.it for
-being pasted together when put into the ballots
box.: if afterwards' separated, they would still be
found fokle.1 together, and destroyer] accordingly.
ßut again, vou say that those who voted these bal-
lot? deserve Ui lose their votes, because their ob-
ject was to conceal the side upon which they voted.
and thereby avoid being challenged. I can see no

creut harm in this. Th'* very object of the vote

by ballot is to conceal the role. And if the oni'.-
narv printed ballwts do not effect that object, a

man has certainly a rieht to adopt any fair means
to effect it. Nor i- there any wrong in n mir.'«
attempting to avoid being challenged, it he be
.hallenged simply !>ecau.-e he »otes on a certain
side of the qUesti«n.
The paltry, attempt, in tb*j Sixreenth Ward, to

defraud Mr. West of hi- seat, though not persisted
in, i- still another evidence that a wron; spirit has
been prevalent among our canvassers.

I trust that it is not yet too late for oof party to

counteract that -<pirit, and avoid the disgrace ot

these attempts to defraud our opponents.for in no
other light can I look upon them. We have, been
fairly beuten.beaten in consequence of our owa

divisions.let us submit, like honest men, to the
punishment our own acts have bronchi upon us.
and patientlv await an opportunity to vanquish our

opponents in open light rind by fair meatts. T trust
that yet the Whig candidates will ho returned a*

olected, both in the Sixth and Eighth Wards. Any
other course can only bring disgrace upon us as a

party, and cannot confer any political advantage.
on tiie contrary, it is likely to produce loss, fur there
must be rnnny (I hupe very many) men among us

who value the fair conduct of our elections infinite¬
ly beyond the establishment of any, the most im¬
portant, partv principle*.
