Homilies upon duelling at this law day, we ap-
prebiend, ean be of but listle service.  We do not
helieve that the man lives who does not, st lesst in
iiis moments of reflection, clearly poreeive its s
tringic absurdity; whodves not know und who will
not acknowledge, to his own heary at lenst, that it
ts directly st war not only with every precept ot
morality, with every feeling of Lumanity und ol
high-toned seif-respect but with the plainest, most
palpable dictatas of common sense.  If there wore
no such thisg as law inthe land or in the world, i
conscience and the high prescripts of reason were
but erentures of the funcy, if mun were sent back—
not burely to the childbood of society'nnd the 1ace,
but infinitely beyond—to the world of irations!
brutes, then the advocutes of duclling might with
good reason support their favorite dozmas. Do
even in the most untutored state of the buman mee,
when law dwells only in each man’s breast and
consiste solely in those divine instincts of right
and of duty which are the witimnte ground of all
Tnw and ull good, nnd apurt from whick ull social
legislution and all religious precept would be force-
loss und without meaning ; even in that siate there
is 0o moral power in mun s nature which will fur

God's most solemn Jaw, the brwnd of 0omurdieror—
i you nsk hins, when not ruled by ficudi=h paasion,
will coufess that the vonde by which he acts s at
war with every fecling of his hughor and boter nae
ture, 1t finde its food auly inteat passion—which
more than any other degrades w mun far below the
level of & brate to that et & fiend—ihe p
revenge.  Our readers will all comember that, no
many months sinee, oven Henry A Wise—wlhio, in
many respects, may be regarded us more perfoetly
uwboed with the spirit of duelling than any othes
man among us,—declared in Congress his soleni
