Jous rogard for what were usderstood to Lo the
prejudices of the I'resident, and with even n mor
absolute deference to Executive dictation than the
free spinit of our institutions conlil sanction er np-
prove. I':\'t'l',' lru-.sﬂlh- offart was made 1o neeon-
modate its provisions t the President’s soruples:
