A Hoax for the South-West!
The Loeo-Foco drill-sergeants of the South-

Western Counties held what they called a ‘“ Damo-
cratic Railroad Convention” at Owego on the
20th ult. ostensibly to devise ways and means for
ensuring the completion of the New-York and Erie
Railroad. Gen. William Kerifan of Steuben was
in the Chair, with ten Vice Presidents and four
Secretaries. Hon. Chailes Humphkrey of Tomp-
Kins was Chief Speaker. After a reasonable
time for thinking, the Convention solemnly re-
solved, lst, That the Erie Railroad ought te be
built: 2d, That the State ought to build it; 3d,
That, to this erd, the Legislature should be re-
quired, at its approaching Extra Session, to direct
Comptroller Flagg to bid in the Road, at his ad-
vertised sale of it in December next. The Con-
vention then adjeurned, to meet again at Elmira
on the 28th of September.

Now all this has a decisive look about it, and
we doubt not a very pretty sham fight will be got
up on the subject at the Extra Session, and the in-
structions to the Comptroller voted by a suug ma-
jority. And when this is done, what will be
gained, what secured for the Road? Nothing.
There will be no sort of ebligation resting on the
next Legislature to appropriate one dollar for the
continuation of the work. The State will not have
incurred ono cent’s additional responsibility in the
premises.  The whole centrivance appears to us
u mere blind—a scheme to throw dust in the eyes
of the South-West while a Regency Governor is
chosen from the Centre. and a Regency Legizla-
ture secured, which will continue the leading, in-
yvoterate enemies of all Internal Improvement in
power, as Senator, Comptroller, Secretary of State,
&ec. That secured, and the State uailed to their
cur for two years, the South-West will be welcome
to the building of their Railroad as fast as its sur-
plus profits shall afford the means.

We say to the real friends of the Railmad, Be
not deceived! This whole Convention and its
brave words were all rebearsed beforchand in Al
hany, and its real object is to sustain the enemies
of all Internal lmprovement. The adjourned Con-
vention has the same purpose. Those of you who
wisk to be cheated will be of course; but those
who really want the Railroad buiit must know that
it can only be by having its SINGERE FRIENDS in
power—not those whe assume the part * for this
night only—by particular desire.”

Street Cleaning.

It will be seen by a reference to the proceedings
of the Board of Aldermen, that they have fellowed
up their.late saving of $60,000 in retrenchment of
salaries by another move equally important and
deserving the gratitude of all tax-payers- A Com-
imittee of three has been appointed, and directed
to make arrangements for cleaning the streets by
contract, instead of the present expensive and in-
efficient imode. In Bosten, the city authorities re-
ceive annually seven or eight thousand dollars
from the farmers of the vicinity for the privilege
of removing the accumulations of the street and
using it for manure. In London, the right of

cleaning the streets of that city is farmed out for
a lurge annual revenuve, and the coatractors, not-

withstanding, make immense fortunes from the
surplus profits. Why should New-York present
such a wasteful contrast to these places? The
annuel expense of cleaning our streets amounts 1o |-
$115,000. Irisestimated that $50,000 or $60,000
of this may be saved at once, and, as the system
becomes better understond and managed, the sav-
ing will urdoubtedly be areatly increased- Such-
are some of the fruits of lie Whig victory. Sixty
thousand doliars have been already saved by them
in cutting down their own salaries ; as much more
is in immediate prospect, and still other items are
to come. The Loco-Focos talk of retrenchment
before election, but forget it the moment they
worm themselves into snug berths; the Whigs
carry out the measures of economv which their
adversaries only promise. Can tax-payers hesi-

I5® We are glad to sce that the blind partizan
opposition which was aroused against the Treaty
with Great Britain, even kefore the provisions were
known by aught but the most indefinite rumor, has
almost entirely subsided.

The boundary is te be substantially the one
fixed by the King of the Netherlands. Itincludes,
we believe, n smell strip of barren territory at the
extreme north, in the Canades, not given in the
award. For the clait to the territory ceded to
Great Britain, the United States get the disputed
grounds in New:Hampshire, alse astrip about
te ee-quarters of a mile wide, the whole distance
of the line of Vermont, bordering on the British
Pazsessions, and Rouse’s Point in New-York.

Massachusetts gets $130,000, and Maine an
equal sum, as the value, in part, of the lad sur-
rendered.  Maine also gets the expenses of the
Aroostook War, and the Civil Posse, amonnting
to about $350,000, making about half = milion in
all. She also gets the free navigation of the St.
John to the mouth; and all its tributaries, with
the right of exporting all the lumber and produce
in British vessels, te England, and her depgnden-
cies, on the same terms and- ¢oaditions- tlmt they
would be entitled to if the product of the Colonies.
This arrungemont gives the whole valloy of the
St. John, on the Asmerican side, including the
Aroostook and its other tributaries, the cheice of
markets. It is easily to see, therefore, that the
products of that whole region will be shipped to
the West Indies and other British ports.

Under these circumstances it is but reasonable to
suppose that not only will the timber be rapidly
stripped off and carried to a good market, but
that the fertile lands in that section will soon fill
up with hardy yeomen. As a matter of dollurs
and cents, we do nat hesitate to say that Maine
will make a capital bargain, if a treaty shall be
ratiied. Nor are we prepared to say that the
equivalent in the lands ceded in New-Hampshire,
Vermont and New-York, together with the free
navigation of the St. John, and the free trade in
the lumber and products of its fertile valley, are
not a full compensation, for the territory and ju-
risdictior surrendered. On the contrary, we think
it is.

The United States get less territory, in quantity,
than they surrender, to be sure, but it is more val-
uable in quality: and if it really lacks any thing
in value, which is a question, it 1s much more than
made up in the free navigation of the St. John,
and the free trade in the products of its valleys.

The question of State pride, in parting with an
almost valueless strip of territory for equivalents,
we leeve for others to discuss. On that subject
there are various konest opinions.

The South has no good zround of camplaint, he-
cause the United States undertake to pay Maine
£500,000 and Massachuseus £150,800—nor has
the West. The Florida War cost immense sums
in the comparison.

We are sorry to see a disposition in certain
quarters to draw the question ot ratification into
party polities. If Maine is satisfied, we donot
see why others should find fault. Whether Mr.
Webster could have made a better bargain with
the British Minister, or rot, is n question that we
have no dispusition at present to discuss. \We
kave no doubt that the Maine Commissioners ob-
tained the best terms they could, under all the cir-
cumstances. for their State ; and we take plensure
in giving them credit accordingly.

P. S.—We are informed that some persons un-
derstood from our staiements respecting the boun-
dary treaty that the people of the Umted States
are bound to ahip all the lumber and produce of
the valley of the St. John on British bottoms.

This is not the fact.  We have the free noviga-
tion of the river, and can ship lumber either in

American or British vessels, at our option.  But
if shipped in Ameriean, it is American lumber,
and may come free into the States, or be carried
Lo any British port ll_Y the payment of the same
duty us other American lumber.  But if shipped
in British bottoms, it is subject only to the szme
duties as British lumber. shipped from the pro-
vinces. The arrangement applies to flou: and all
other products. This, therefore, gives us the
choice of markets, and is n valuable consideration.

ExicraTioN to THE UNITED STares.—A Par-
liamentary return has just been published of the
number of emigrants who embarked from the
United Kingdom last year. and of the quantity of
Crown land sold in each of the colonies. Refer-
ring to the statement concerning emigrants, we
find that the number of persons who left the port
of London during the year ending the 5:h of Jan-
uary, 1842, was 13,599, of whom 3,251 wemt to
New-Zealand, 2,104 to the United Stares, 5,661
to the Australian colonies, 1,259 to the West In-
dies, and 782 to the North American colonies.—
From Liverpool, 35,718 wexnttothe Fnited States.
4,250 o the North American colonies. 7.972 to
the Australian colenies, and 263 to New-.l aland.
From TPlymouth, Glasgow, Inverness, Stornoway,
Bélfast, Cork, Dublin, &e. a large number emi-
grated, chiefly te Canada. The resulc is, that
there left Engiand 72,104, Scotland 14,060, and
Ireland 32,428 persons, or, iuall, 118,592 per-
sons, of whom 45,017 proceeded 1o the United
States, 46 to Texas, 106 to Central America,
38,164 te British North America, 2,130 to the
West Indies, 27 to the Falkland Islasds, 65 to
Western Africa, 368 te the Cape of Geod Hope,
40 to the Mauritius, 4 te Moalmein, 28,724 wo
Australia, and 3,901 to New-Zealand.

PHILAUELEHIA, August lat, 1842

Mr. Editor—Reports are rife of a great riot in
the Southi part of the city, between tae shites aud
blacks. and many exaggernted stoties will be put
into circulation. [t has bean- asserted that two
white men and one black were killed but | cannot
learn that suchis the fuet, altheugh there s no
doubt of several having been seriously injuied.
lhe distirbance originated in o lurge body of
Blacks—tembers of various speicti-s—zoiting up
an extensive procession, intending 1o juss thongh
the principal streets and out into the countiy. In
passing along, one of the colorpd officials prshied a
white boy aside,who, perhaps purposely, obstructed
the passage. He stumbled and in falling bhurg bim-
self; making an outery which speedily created a
mob and the fizhtcommenced.

The processivn was completely broken up, the
banuers and flags beat down, and for a tme the
most serious appreliensions existed of a bloody
scene.  The police were on the alert, and by
prompt and enerzetic measures have so far suc-
ceeded in quelling the belligerents. Night has
always been here the most favorable for such
seenes, and should the scattered forces reassembla
this evening, the consequences cannot be esti-
mated. There are all the materials for a tumultu-
ous outhreak—bitter prejudices, want of emjloy-
ment, pecuniary distress—the mass of combusti-
bles which such a cendition of affairs is so well
calculated to engender, only wants the match to
be applied.
