Conucil directed an inquiry to be made in the case of Top-
ping, with a view to ascertain whether ¢ he was a propor
subject of Executive interposition and clemency or not.”

James R. Whiting, Esq. thc District Attorney, aided by

r. Francis, condocted the examination, in the Conrt o'
Sessions chamber, which commenced at 11 o'clock yester-
day, when a number of witnesses were examined, the soli-
stance of whose testimony is as follows:

Dr. Jobn B. MeComb, physician to the eity prison, Le-
came acquainted with Topping on the 20 July, wher Le
commenced attending bim in prison.  Hal seen Lim twice
wnd often thrice a day—on account of a pain he had in the
right side of his head.  He <aid he had oftea been afiticled
with that pain for years before.  He wished witness to ¢x-
tract a tooth, as be said (hat once relieved him. Heassigned
no cause for the pain—nppeared 1o labor uhder great de-
pression of mind—acted childishly, and eried; gave no rea-
son for or acconnt of it. The pain appeared 1o prodoc
great depression,  Witness searitied Ins gum, bled, blistered
#dd cupped bim—administered to kim cathartics and ano-
dynes, daily, which appeared to relieve lim, Fhie pain in
Lits hiead did ot produce any thing Like  disqualifying con-
ditlon in regard (0 matters that came before him. His ap-
petite was very poer.  Witness did not discover any marns
of insapity in prisoner. He had very little knowledee—was
a man of very fechle intellest, and appareptly uneducated,

John Barr, of No. 24) Eldridge street, padertaker, i
come over in ke same ship with the prisoner seme 11 years
aga. Saw him often on the passage.  He was then and al-
terwards a sober, nice, industrious man.  Have known bhim
ever since, and been intimate.  Knows of hisbeing attacked
with pain in the head, Knows he was sun-struck ; was with
Lim at the me, but did nat thew koew of it. Hoccurred in
the summer immmediately aiter that in which was the cholera.
Witness wenl to his shop to get lis boot mended, and Top-
ping walked out with him from the 6th to the Tth avenues in
Greenwich lane. It was the heat ofsummer. "Topping came
oul without his bat on, and as he wentalong withessadvised
Lim to cover his head with his apron or handkerch ef, as
the snn was so strong, be might get sunstrock. He said it
would do bim no harm, asd did sot cover his head. Top-
ping returaed home and witness went 1o his business. In
the evening he came 1o the | ouse of witness—appeared to
be crazy, and held both his hands to the sides of his head,
expressing a fear lest Lis brains would drop out.  He con-
tinged 1o act as itin a state of distraction: refused wllnourish,
ment, Has seen him oflen since. up to the time of his trou-
Lle; asked him to stay the night as he was sun-struck, but
he refused; e did net drink any thing; did pot advise hin
1o go (0 a doctors his answers were sivple, not precisely an-
swers to his questions; saw him the next day—asked bim if
his hend was better—said he conld not tell if it was or net
He sald b2 thougiit his head would fly oifhis shonlders; was
in bed; could not work for smne times e said his head
was boiling over, and felt ss it the rool would iy off. Have
known him since to do some silly and strange acts; has olien
since exhibited a wild stare in kis Jooks; | ave ofienscen him
in a strange slate of mind, talking very wildly. His memory
was very short. Never saw him intluenced by drink. Would
bave entrusted him before with or to perfarm any thing—
But not since, as witness feared the prisoner would forget it,
1 heard his wife say she thought be was not right in Lis
mind perhaps a bondred tmes,  Witness Lias seen him at
times when she snid so, and when Lie talked wild and foolish.
Iave seen him set on his seat not ot work and shed tenrs —
Have reen bim rise and walk the floor wringing Lis hands,
crying like a baby, with the tears falling from his eyes. He
would make & erying or whinuing neise, and complained
of his eyes being weak, and said be was sot well. At these
times he was indifferent to takiog food. Witness s+ him
the morning of the day on which the wurder was cowunit-
ted, at 8 to 10 o'clock A M, in Centre street, where be work-
eid. Asked the prisoner ler his little boy to diive the hearse
of witness; he satd witness could have hum and aceompanied
witness to his house; found there a woman sick in bed, and
prisoner’s wife inthe Losse, Asked for the boy who she
said was out. Witness and priconer left together—he coing
towards his shop amd witness home. He was sober then—
said itwas a dull New Year's day—talhed lightly—witness
did not call prisoner’s wife drunk er sober that morning.—
They appeared good natured together. In e evening in
pa.u?ng near prisoner’s door, saw a8 crowd and went up to

the house, but did notgo in. e was at the door outside,

an officer baving arrested him, aud was taking him away. —

Did notspeak to him; cannot say he saw witness.  Witness

wes not spoken to by prisoner’s lawyer. Witness knew

risoner was to be tried.  Witness was not called upon, and

id not wish tointerfere in o case of lite and deatli.  After

he was sun-siruck, said be thoughit Le should lose bis reason,

and would not be abie to support his family. Said he ex-
pected the sun did it

Edward N. Mead, minister of the Episcopal Church, New

Yark, is acquainted with Tepping and hasvisited him since
the 1st February last to the present time at short intervals.
The conversation was purely of a religious nature— consid.
ered him 2 man of extremely feeble Intellect, almost ap-
yroaching to idiocy. He appeared to he entirely insensible
to the enormity of his efftnce, or the peculiar situation in
which was placed arising out of bis conviction. Ths mema-
¥y was very feeble. I do not think Le has ever adverted Lo
any cause that has affected bis head. He has uniformly de-
nied any knowledge of what oceurred on the fatal day up
to 11 o’clock, and never deviated from it. He unitorly de-
nied bis guilt, and whilst he baa said hie might have done the
deed, has throughout denied any knowledge of it. He has
not manifested any contrition tor the ofience, insisting al-
ways on his want of accountability. Never Lave seen him
in a condition to be incapable ol judging hetween an action
-manifestly right or wrong in his intercourse with others, 1
mean to sny ne appeared to be in a state of mind in which
alittle excitement might overtnrow his reasen. Never saw
him in a soliloguy.

Jumes White, of 244 Eldridze streat, carpenter, hasknown
Topping 10 years off and ou—thought him a harmless man;

= never thaught his brains strong.  About two yveurs ago Lsuw

lim at my brother-Inlaw's (Burr's) nnd his conduet was that
of a crazy man. His eyes were wild aud 1 did not think
Lim capable of any thing except to make shoes. Learned
sbat be had been sunestruck from my brother-in-law. Never
@aw him drink liguor—he ate very litle—thought his mind
wenk, biat be always appeared Larmless. He appeared to
koow that fire would burn him and that water would drown
him. 1 think he would kuow that it would ke wrong to
knock a mun down without cause. 1 have not seen him
since two years ago at Mr, Bure's.

Elizabeth Topping, sister of the prisoner, weed 89, was
Lora iwthe county of Nowagh, Ireland. Has seen prisonet
seldom for the last three or four years. He wus a sober,
steady man, and hved with Lis wite. She told me of {he
sineitroke, and said it changed Lin very much, He pave
up his work a weck or so ufter he got the stroke. He told
me ol his sight failing since the swroke, and appeared stupid
and forgetful. I thought hie would have to go up to the Asy-
lum. He hag oflen spoken o me about the affection in his
tibad. He would sit ont in the rain al tines and bas put me
out in the snow at night nnd afterwards would (ot believe
It'" He treated those Le liked bestthe harshest. Thard was
nothihg strange about” him Lefore the sun-stroke. Souwe-
times ke would spring off’ tze bench and sometivies sing and
cry j—afterwards we could net make him believe he bad
done jt. The last titpe 1 saw him was in the house iu
Charlton street; he was very incoberent, and I was obliged
to pét a man named Gibbons 1o put himout. He appeared
sober at the time. - 1 iave seen him (requently since his con-
Goement but conld ot get kim 1o recollect any thing f the
murder. He wouald always fully recognize me when I visi-
ted him in prison.  He never misiook one part of the family
for another. He never gave mea reason why he had no
physician.

Has knawn
b about three years—but have oaly seen him thiree times
in 14 months, and ot since April, 1241 until after the murder
In April, 1241, he came into my store, passed through it, and
sat down without speaking 10 me. 1 spoke lo him, but be

o prepare himselll Me sepposed be was to be executed as
a matler of eourse. 1 never saw auy thing that l=d me o
believe he was insane, bot his condoet betrayed great de-
bility ol mind. When I informed him be bad not been tried,
te made no remark, bol seemed surprised. [ generally
{ound him reading the Bible when 1 visited him; cansidered
him 4 man of inofensive turn of mind, and can hardly con-
ceive he wonid commit an act of violence {rom some pow-
erful, exciticg caose.

Robbery of the U, 8. Mail.
U. 8. Circuir Couvrt.—Before Judge Betts.—

Trist o BExJaAMIN DEMEYER—The prisoner, on the 15th
May last, was Postmaster at South Durham, Greene county,
| where he also kept tavers, and cultivated a farm of abont

100 acres.  Ile is charged with kaving embezzled a letler
conlaining $245, which bad been put into the Post-office at
West Centre, by Matthews & Hunt, directed o Hiram Hill,
Cnshier of the Catskill Bank, The penalty lor the offence,
on conviction, is imprisonment in the State Prison for not
less than 10 nor more than 21 yeara,

The Postmaster at West Cemtre testified 1o having receiv-
ed a package from quarter to balf an inch thick, about the
shape of a bank bill, from Mr, Matthews on Sunday morn-
ing, May 15 which Le e.veloped and directed to Catskill
He forwarded the package immediately by mal Hirsm
Fox, postunuster at nion Society, {the next towa) observed
the puckage as he was averhaaling the mail Lo et oot lis
own letters,  He remarked to a neighbor, who was standing
by him o kis bar-room, (which appears te bave been the
Pust-oflice) ** Boss, 1 groess there 's guills in this”  The oth-
er put his band wpon itaud said, * Yes, this is money.""—
Fox dropped the package in the bag, and it passed on. The
next omce was that of South Durbam, belonging to pricon-
er. The stage-driver (George Moore) testified to stopping
al ths various offices and waiting till the letters belonging
to each were taken oot and the bag re-delivered to him,—
The counsel admitted that there could Le no question as to
the honesty, &c. of the driver. The office beyond Sooth
Durliain was that of Acra, the Postmaster of which observed
no such packnge as bad been slloded to, ror did it reach
Cat-kill. A day or two alterwards Matthews & Tlant trans-
mitted 825 to Mr. Hill, which, with the $245, would have
beren Lthe sum necessary to take vp lwo notes dpe on that
day. The leter alluded to the first remitlanee, notice as to
the non-arrival of which was immedialely given,

It furtuer appeared in evidence, that Mr. Demever had an
execution pending against him for 800, which had been le-
vied upon his property, and the sale postponed from 20th £
April to 20th May. This execution he paid on the Friday
subaequent to the mailing of the letter, in Tanners' and
Catskill bank bills, which, with slight exceptlon, were the
deseriptions enclosed. He also paid a judgement that week
fur 83—also paid eash [or oats, groceries, ke. with the same
wind of money. In addition o such, there wasa £5 bill of
the Opoudaga bank which be had paid to the person holding
the jadgement for §4, and which, {rom certain marks, was
sworn to by Mr. Mallliews as having been among those en-
closed in the letter.

On the part of the defence, testimoay was produced to

show that Mr, Demeyer's business bad been much increased
in eonsequence of the next public house on the mauntain
side being recently burnt down, and that he had deelared
himsell (requently as being without money while he was in
posseesion ol such, and carefolly hoarding it up to meet the
Judgements against Lirs.
The Cashier of the Catskill Bank, in giving his testimony,
said that he bad never heard any thing against the reputi-
tien of prisoner, but understood that he was poor, and also
thata oote drawn by him for $80 kad been discounted ut
the bank but not paid when due, and remalns unpaid.—
Several persons spolie 1o his geod character, the only draw-
back beinz a report some time since of his taking hay from
the borses’ racks.

An attempt was made ou the part of prisoner’s counsel tn
impeach the character of Mr., FJm.' and throw the blame on
liim, but it did not amount to much, except serving Lo con-
vey the desired # doubt” 1o the Jury.

Ogden Hoffman, Esq. District Attorney, aided by his as-
sistant, Mr. Watson, conducted the case on the part of the
prosecition, and Mr. S. Sherwpod, with Mr. Baolon, ap-
peared ok belalf of the prisoser. The leading counsel on
either side summed ujp the case with powerful effiect, The
Court, in its charge, reviewed the faterial facts in the case,
alluded to the strong pelut of the’ 35 bill being clearly re
cognized by two witnpsses—explained the law in refation to
soch chargres, and called upon the jury faithfully to do its
duty.
After being out from goarter-past 5 to near 8 o'clock
they cave in with a verdict of Guilty, but recommending
the prisnner to the merey of the Court. Judge Beus said
he would be happy to attend to the recommendution so far
as the law permitted him to do so, ot the lowest sentence
allowed is 10 years in the States Prison.
