Sentence of Deueyer.
U. S. Circuit Court..Before Judge Bells..

The court room wa< crowded, principally with a view cf
seeing the prisoner, and hearing the Judge pronounce ?«n-
tence. The aged father and brothers of Detnever were *ar.
ly in court. Tbe prisoner was brought in ab jut 12 o'clock,
bis eyes being red and «wollen, apparently as if he had been
weepitig. He is a man about 38 or -Id years of age, rather
tail and possessing an even Grrcian cast of feature*. On be¬
ing asked by the Court why judgement should not be pro¬
nounced, be read from a paper.which bad evidently been
furnished to him hy some otaer per«on, as he found difficul¬
ty in making out the writing.a denial of tbe charge, and
calling upon his God to witness between him and ihe court
that if sentence were pronounced it would Ue so upon one
not guilty. Judge Betts then addressed bim in a most for¬
cible and affecting manner. He said that courts and juries
could .iot look into the hearts of men to discover the guilt
or innovence that prevail there.they must judge from the
evidence presented. In the present case, after a patient and
impartial hearing, the prisoner had been found guilty, and
the court fell bound to declare that it considered the verdict
a just one, and fully supported by the evidence. If thejudg.
meat is sustained by the facts, said the court,you go to your
imprisonment not only with the knowledge of having com¬
mitted this offence, but, what is worse, of having invoked
your God to bear witness to that which you knew not in be
true. The Court alluded, with much feeling, to the family
and the five small children of tbe prisoner, who will be called
upon to bear the shame and the suffering which their father
has inflicted up >n them when be shall have been dead and
gone. The Court also alluded to the good character which
prisoner had presented.his going, in early life, into a store
as clerk.rising, by bis good conduct, to the situation ot priu-cipal, and finally marrying into a highly respectable family.Thejury had recommended him to mercy, probably on ac¬
count oi his family, and also considering, perhaps, that the
guilty uct for which be was about to sutler was not premed¬
itated, that the money had beeil suddenly thrown into his
way, and, influenced by his necessities, he vielded rather
through weakness than innate depravity. But for Ulis re¬
commendation Uie Co'irt w ula have found difficulty in
sentencing aim for less than the extreme term, being2]
years, as the case seemed to be one ol the strongest contem¬
plated by Congress.hut even if it is lor the shortest period,said die Court,you can hardly expect to survive its rigor,for the instances are rare that a man ever returns i« the
world alter being sentenced lor 10 years to tbe State* Prison
.yet even n you should return to your family again, it will
ocas one returning from the dead.your children w:Ii have
grown into manhood qr womanhood, or their destiny, per¬haps, otherwise !':xrd, U>r you have left them alone, to gel
on without your aid through life. The Court also alluded
to the aged father ot the prisoner, who was present in court,and who, with the rest ol the family, calieu torth, under the
circumstances ot the case, the d< epeit sympathy. After ex¬
horting the prisoner to luture good conduct, and saving, that
influenced by the rccemmendation ofthe jury, tbe shortest
period of punishment would be indicted, the Judge sen-
tenced him tn ten year's fiyprisVumcril in the .State Prison,
to commence uns day.

a view to the passing of sentence. The District Attorney
stated that bis bail had been at Li- office during the morningand stated that be had "one away. He hoped, howevi r. to
find him in about a fortnight, ami asked that the recogni¬

forfeited, with liberty, kc.

derstand, took d.i. their residence with one ofthe principal
bail, residing at Jersey City. Frosch and his friend came
into court on Saturday, when the latter, mo«t unexpectedlyit would appear to the prisoner, (being alarmed, probably,
at the number of . forfeited recognizances' which had been
exhibited,) surrendered him to tbe marshal, notwithstanding,
as we art: informed, that he was partly indemnified. Not
being able to procure oilier bail i!-.e prisoner was committed
to the Tombs.
