The author of these Miscellanies is one of the
most accomplished critics of this critical age; and
this neat volume contains the most elegant and
tasteful, if not the moat powerful and stirring, pa¬
pers which for seme years past have appeared in
the leading British Magazine*. We know of no
writer of the present day whose productions have
a more classical stamp, the mark of careful, pre¬
cise end tasteful elaboration, than those of Mr.
Talfoird, evincing as they do an iatellectual
culture which can only be attained by years of
study, which is never suddenly reached by any
man of however gifted a mind, and seeming to be
the work of pains-taking and ' laborious leisure.'
And yet Mr. Talfonrd is one of the most promi¬
nent and successful members of the British bar.
His studies are the occupation of hours snatched
from professional toil, and the congenial pursuit)*
of a mind wearied by the labors of the office and
court room. How he has found time for so ex¬

tended and thorough an acquisition of classical
knowledge, for so clear and successful mental dis¬
cipline, for the attainment of so polished a style
and the indulgence of so lofty a poetic spirit as

his writings evince will be matter of wonder to
hundreds engagad in the absorbing practice of the
same profession : and the brilliant success which
has attended his literary labors is a monument: not

more of his intellectual power and elegant natural
taste than of his unwearied and hopeful industry.
Such examples as hi* redeem the profession he
has chosen from the harsh barrenness, the hollow
coldness which too often seem its sole inheritance.
In power and brilliancy Mr. Talkourd is fur infe-

' rior to MacaulaY ; in philosophical depth and
earnestness Carlyle surpasses him. But he is
inferior to neither, nor to any British critic, in
clear discrimination, in definite and precise con¬

ception, in sharp insight into the sources of poetic
beauty or in the chaste and classical purity of his

style. To those who delight in reading criticisms
of the best kind.(and if there be a higher and bet¬
ter, there is also unquestionably a lower and
more injurious department of Literature).this
volume will bo cordially welcome. We miss in it
some things of the author we should have been

glad to find included.especially his Speech in de¬
fence of Moxon on trial for having published an

edition of Shelley with his note? to his volumo.
Differ as we may from some of its positions, le¬
gally and morrally, it is une of the noblest vindi¬
cations of the prerogatives of Art we have ever

read; and we are greatly surprisud that it has not

long ere this been republished in this country..
The contents of this volume are wholly literary.
reviews of Prase and Poetry.Lives of one or two

British authors.Theatrical Criticism and two or

three excellent Essays. It is printed neatly though
the proof-reader was at timessadly negligent..¦
Some of the quotations from Wordsworth suffer
sadly from this cause.

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Letter from mir. Clay.
We find the following excellent letter from the

gieat Statesman of the West iu the Boston Amer¬
ican. It was written in reply to an invitation from
a Young Men's Committee to accept the compli¬
ment of a public dinner.

Ashland, August 4, 1842.
Gentlemen.It gives me great pleasure to ac¬

knowledge the receipt of your note of the 2Gihult.
and the paper which accompanied it, containing
an account of the proceedings of a meeting of my
friends, assembled together on our National An¬
niversary; and to offer an expression of my cor¬
dial thanks for the testimony which is borne, in
both, of friendship and confidence towards me..
There were not wanting person?, at a distance from
Massachusetts, who construed her comparative si-
lance, as to the extraordinary course of the Amer¬
ican Executive, into acquiescence. I knew her
hett- r, and appreciated her more justly. I knew
that it was the silence which preceded the roar of
her patriotic thunder. I knew that it was impos¬
sible that she should not largely share, and intense¬
ly feel, the deep indignation which that treacher¬
ous course has excited in the heart of every Whig,
and of ever}' honest man. And your communica¬
tion, and other concurring evidence, pruvc die ac¬

curacy of my knowledge of her character.
I thank you for your friendly invitation to visit

Boston. My last visit has left abiding and agree¬
able impressions on my memory, which would ren¬
der its renewal highly satisfactory. It was in au¬

tumn alter the passage of the Compromise Act.
that timely measure of peace and harmony, whose
triple object was to snatch tho Protective System
from the impending destruction with which it was
menaced, by a combination of open enemies aad
false friends, to preserve the Union from the dan¬
ger of a civil war, and to avoid the necessity of
placing an immense military force, in hands which
I was unwilling to trust, t« be employed in deeds
of blood and devastation, against our own breth¬
ren, and in the bosom of our own conntry. The
cordiality of my welcome, and my distinguished re¬

ception, every where that I went, in New-Eng¬
land, among all classes and conditions of my -fel¬
low citizens, and especially among die manufac¬
turing class, manifested that the motives of my
conduct hud Leon rightly conceived and properly
appreciated. There were a few, at the epoch of
the settlement of that controversy, as there Were
at another meraoiablc epoch, when the Missouri
Question was amicably adjusted, who wished mat¬
ters pushed to an extremity. I could not share or

sympathize in that wish. I did not believe that it
was the duty of Government to be making experi¬
ments upon the tranquillity and happiness of agreat
und froo people; and least of all, experiments of
blood and carnage and disunion. I believed then,
as I believe now, that the day would come when
a discreet exercise of the power of self-protection,
in >mo form or other, against the foreigner, would
meet with general concurrence or acquiescence.

But, gentlemen, gratifying as a visit to Boston
would be to me, 1 am unable to suy when I shall
have that happiness, under existing circumstances.
I have prescribed to myself the rule of remaining
at home, attending to the occupation of my farm,
except \\ hen 1 am called away by business, or in
the pursuit of health. To this rule I have thought
it best to adhere, with this farther exception, only,
of fulfilling old engagements, the execution ol
which is insisted upon, to visit some places which
I have never seen.

Crotou Water.laourauce.
To the Editor of the Tribune :

The introduction of the Croton Water into the
city has naturally awakened deep solicitude and
discussion as to tho best mode of providing for the
interest accruing on the immense debt; and the
press generally in speaking of the great advantages
resulting from the introduction of the water, refers
to the item of insurance as reduced 15, 20 and 25
per cont. Now, gentlemen, this is believed to be

entirely true as to large down-town stores, but it
is utterly untrue as to all dwelling houses in the
city. On dwelling houses there is simply a reduc¬
tion of 5 cents on former rates.in other words,
there is the mighty saving of one dollar per annum

on an insurance of $2000.
Among the other considerations by which the

introduction ef the Croton Water was commended,
the savixg of insurance was prominent. How
great and mighty that saving is going to be, any
owner of a dwelling house can tell by a little mul¬
tiplication. That the rales of insurance on dwel¬
lings are entirely too high, and out of all fair pro¬
portion in reference to classes, must be evident to
