The Extra Session of the Legislature, which was

to be confined to the single object of Districting
the State and finished in three or four day3, has

already reached the close of the second day, and
us yet done nothing. Every thing but the Appor¬
tionment would seem to have been under consider¬
ation. First, there was an absurd attempt to pre¬
vent the Governor's delivering his Message, in the
face of the express provision of the Constitution,
-which provides that die Governor shall present
the condition of the State in a Message at the
opening of each Session. That arrow fell short;
and to-day Mr. Hoffman, the leader of the do-
nothing short-session phalanx, has consumed most

of the day in answering the Message.1 hope to
his own satisfaction. At any rate, I tejoice that
the Loco-Foco leader in the House considers the

Message entirely wrong, and takes issue with it

before the People. There the Whigs will be hap¬
py to meet him.

In the Senate, several attempts have been made
by the majority to stop all discussion or legislation
aside from the Apportionment.the natural conse¬

quence of which has been to provoke more dis¬
cussion than we should otherwise have had. The

none'.certainly none that could be taken It is
not oaiisfactory even to those who will be trained
to swallow it, and to impose it on the State,
should the Governor assent. Even the Herkimer
men do not approve it, the Representative ol

Clinton protests, and Mr. McMurray, of ourCity
Delegation, was pummeling it savagely to-day..
He objected rather to the manner uf its getting up
than the matter, but he used very plain talk every

way. Y*ou will have observed that its large
Districts are generally certain to increase in popu¬
lation, while its small ones must decrease. Com¬

pare the West with tho River Districts, for exam¬

ple. Such injustice ought not to prevail;
The Whigs will contend earnestly for a fair and

equal Apportionment, with faint hopes of com¬

plete success, but confident of obtaining some

modification.

Mr. Criliner's Report.
Our readers have already read, beyond doubt,

with cordial approval of its positions, the masterly
Report of the venerable Adams upon the latest
Veto Message of John Tyler. It embodies, in the
most compact and forcible shape, the great Pro¬
test of the American People against the usurpa¬
tion and tyranny of their accidental Executive, and
demolishes utterly every pretext urged in justifi¬
cation of his course of conduct with especial refer¬
ence to the Revenue bill he has strangled in its
birth. We believe with the Intelligencer that
this document will'.' become the text book for the
whole army of Whigs all over the Union, from
which they can draw wholesome draughts of in¬
struction to the young, and confirmation to the old.
in the principles which lie at the foundation of
this Government, and upon the continued mainte¬
nance of which in ail their ancient power, its ex¬

istence depends."
But our readers may wish to know something of

the counter Reports presented by the other mem¬
bers of the Committee. We have as yet received
only that of Thus. W'. Giljier, the renouned Vir¬
ginia abstractionist; though another is to come

from the man who ' would have been it Tory in the
days of the Revolution'.C. J. Ingersoll. Mr.
Giimer's is twice as long us that of Mr. Adams.
The first part of it seeks to show that the House
had no right to appoint such a Committee at all.

On Friday evening, several noisy and riotous per¬
sons assembled in and near the Athemeum HaJl,
where tbe meetings wero held, and disturbed the
speakers by hooting, screeching and other noises.
Rutten egg* and other missiles were thrown from
without into the midst of the assembly. Ono in¬
dividual threw u brickbat int» the window, which
hit a lady in rbe face.
On Saturday forenoon, the trustees of the Athe¬

meum building, considering the property under
iheir charge to be endangered by the holding of
these meetings there by the Abolitionists, very
properly declined letting them have the use of it
any longer, unless they would become responsible
for its safety. Accordingly, tlie Convention ad¬
journed to meet in the evening at Franklin Hill.
Here, at about half-past 9 o'clock, they were again

assailed by a shower of rotten eggs, in an exceed¬
ingly nauseous and offensive state of putrefnetion,
which caused a sudden and somewhat precipitate
adjournment.

After this, we believe, these devoted individuals
?.ere Buffered to rest in peace until their meeSng
at the Town Hall, on Monday evening, which was

protracted until a very late hour. At this meet¬

ing they were again disturbed by similar hideous
noises, and pelted with stones and rotten eggs.

one man to prevent all legislation, he was fullyconvinced that they should tie adopted. He be¬
lieved that tbe majority of both Houses should have
it in their power to pass a bill after it was vetoed,
and said that of all the bills veteed since the or¬
ganization of the Government, the public interests
would have been better promoted by the enact¬
ment of every one into law a.

Mr. Roosevelt followed in brief remarks, pro¬
teasing great desire for action, and refers to the
strenaous efforts of the Locos for the good of the
' dear' People, [although they voted almost in
selid phalanx against Mr. McKennan's resolution,
attempting to justify themselves by supporting the
impracticable resolution of Mr. Brown.]
