On the 24th of April last, the schooner Mary-Carver, Captain Farwell. of Plymouth, Massa¬
chusetts, was at Beribay, a trading village on the

and the native?; but they induced him to some
ashoie to see some camwood, which they proposed
to sell him. On reaching tho shore, he was

treacherously seized, and delivered over to the
tender mercies of the women and children.

tied to a tree, pelted with stones by the women
and children, beaten with pestles and clubs, and
otherwise brutally tortured. While this sceue was

enacting on shore, a more extensive tragedy on
board the schooner was going on. The men of
the tribe boarded her and murdered the entire
crew, one who had fled aloft being compelled to
descend, when he was deliberately put to death.
They then returned on shore, informed the captain
of their sanguinary proceedings, with the addi¬
tional information that they would complete the
massacre by killing him also. He begged his life
at their hands on account of his absent wife and
child, but the ruthless savages had no ears for his
entreaties. They attached a stone to his personby suspending it from his neck, put him into a

canoe, put off from the beach, and deliberatelyfieng him overboard, when he sank to rise no more.
The vessel was then beached and plundered by the
murderous villains.

Religion among the Creeks..The Van Bu¬
ren (Ark.) Intelligencer of the 29th ult. says:." It is with pleasure that we notice the advances
of Christianity in the Creek Nation. A Minister
informs us that a recent revival had taken place
near the Agency, the residence of Col. Logan, and
great numbers ' had forsaken the evil of their ways.'Our border Indians have long been making efforts
toward civilization, and religion was all that was

wanting to crown them with success. This beingattained, instead of gatherings at horse-races, we
may see even greater at Camp Meetings ; in placeof hearing of tremendous night-dances, wo will ex¬
pect prayer meetings or divine worship in some
form; and in place of boisterous and drunken sing¬ing, there will be antiiems sung to the Creator; in
place of four bits being paid for a drink of liquor,they will be dropped into the poor box. There are
none but wish this commencement success, and we

hope it will continue till every foot-print made in
th* Indian dance, will be obliterated' by impressionsmade by bended knees in tbe worship of God."

Cour.trv ct seror. per cent, on boär] and mortgage,
has faiTed.mainV through the great depreciation
of rne Real Estate on which its loans were secured,
but part:y also, we presume, from tiie mismanage-
»est of it.- officers in takir.g insufficient or unrc-

Iiable securities, and in loaning too much to each
ether. The stockholders (th*?e who were not bor¬
rowers.and there were probably some such.) will
loie considerably by this failure, and the foreign
creditors of the Company are also likely tc suffer.
But it had no pap°r afloat or right to issue any,
and the public generally are not harmed.
A schedule of the assets ot" the Company is pub¬

lished, which shows some of them to be good;
others a.most certainly worthless. Yet this is made
the pretext of an indiscriminate attack on those
who obtained loans on the Company ! Is there

any justice in this? For instance, William H.
Seward and others many years since bought out

the interest of Wilhelm Willink and others in

Holland to Lands in Chaatauque County, obtaining
money to make payment therefor of this Trust

Company, and giving a Mortgage on the Land« as

security.

Explosion or Steam-Boiler?..a memorial
from James O'Coanor, in relation to the exj losion
of steam-boilers, presented to Congress recently,
contains some very interesting statements in re¬

lation to the powers of the steam-boiier. The pa¬
per state* that Mr. O'Connor has discovered the
exuet degree of heat at which an explosion must

inevitably take place, and gives tables in support
of his theory. He measures it at 308 degrees. A
cubic inch of steam at 203 degrees contains but I 08
atoms of water and 70,092 atoms of caloric. Fro.n
the quantity thus found in the cubic inch of steam
at 285 degrees, Mr. O'Connor says he is confident
that tho explosion point could not. exceed 300 de¬
grees ; but from a table made out with critical ex¬

actness, fixes the degrees of heat at which a boiler
must exploJe, and tu which he invites the severest

scrutiny. Thus from this table i< appears that a
boiler cannot be heated up to 308 degrees without
producing certain and inevitable explosion. A
general knowledge of this fact, it'is thought, would
prevent a recurrence of such appalling catastrophes
as have been witnessed. It is proposed that all
boilers should be furnished with a thermometer,
whose bulb should be immersed in tho water, and
thereby indicate its exact degree of heat. The
immersion of the bulb of a thermometer in the
steam does not enable the instrument to exhibit
the degree of heat or elastic force of water in a
boiler. The elastic force of steam is in arith¬
metical progression, and not geometrical, which
governs the increase of the elastic force of water.
It appears truly strange (says this document) and
not easily to be accounted for, that the elastic force
of water is increased in geometrical progression,
while the steam generated from it and found in
the same boiler has but an increase of elastic force
in arithmetical progression. It is a still stranger.and
more remarkable coincidence, that the elastic force
of water and steam should be the same within 308
degrees of heat, while the rules which govern the
increase of elastic water force of the two fluids
vary so much from each other.

Mtsterious..The Schenectady Reflector states
that some workmen, in digging at the head of Mai¬
den Lane, near State-street, in that city, a few
days since, found a number of human skulls and
bones, and among them the entire skull of a fe¬
male, with the face down. On the back part, and
entirely through the skull was a cut, made appa¬
rently with a hatchet. How long these bones
may have been buried, or fror» what cause they
may have been deposited there, is left to conjec¬
ture.

Indtan Corn looks remarkablv well in this aud
the adjoining counties. If tbe present werm
weather continues two or three weeks longer, :he
crops will be past danger from the early frosts.

The Pauiife of tbe TarisTBUl Surrender",
fng ttt** Land«.

Your rcpon of the day's doing in tie House will
show you the result of tic long- agitated question
of the Tariff, so far as that body is concerned. I
have all along expressed the opinion to yea, that
Congress would not adjourn without passiug soruo

sort of a Tariff, though lately it has seemed like
hoping against hope, and this day's doings authorize
the strong hope and belief that such will be the
result.

I have never witnessed a scene of greater and
more exciting interest in the House than to-day
when the voting was going on upon this question,
and the extraordinary closeness of the several
vor.es : the reluctant changes which were made,
and the singular decision by the Speaker of a

question of order upon which the whole result de¬

pended, and the queer manner by which under an¬

other equally singular decision two votes were ad¬
mitted which settled the question favorably, all
have made this a most interesting, exciting and

satisfactory day's work.
You will see by the Ayes and Noes, that of the

105 votes by which this question was settled,
but twenty are those of Locos. Some thirty and
more Southern and South-Western Whigs, voted
in the negative, while a few from the same section?
voted in the affirmative. The result, although it
was with the utmost reluctance that our friends
consented to give up the Lands for a time, is such
as must be gratifying to the sober second thought
.to the cool judgement.of the whole people.
And all honor is due to the ever glorious Whig

A thrill of joy and renewed animation will per¬
vade the country :it the annunciation from the House
of Representatives to-day ; and the devoted patri¬
otism of the Whig party, manifested by its perse¬
verance and finally crowned with success, in the
passage of a TurirV Bill, notwithstanding the twice
repeated defeat of their efforts by the tyranny und

usurpation of one man accidentally invested with
'.brief authority," will be duly appreciated.
The Tariff Bill brought forward by Mr. McKen-

nan, the same as the vetoed bill with the exception
of the striking out the Distribution section, and a

modification making Tea and Coffee imported in
American vessels from beyond the Cape of Good
Hope duty-free was, after being suspended in an

extremely dubious position between heaven and
earth for about three hours of most intense excite¬
ment in the House of Representatives to-day and
twice undergoing the imminent peril of being lost
by one vote, at length passed the House by a ma¬

jority of two votes, as follows: [See Editorial.]
The various steps of its progress, which were

watched with the deepest interest by those
who seemed impressed with the consciousness
that the most momentous interests ef the country-
were suspended on the issue, were as follows :

Mr. Barnard'; bill to legalise the collection of
-20 per cent, duties to the 30th June, was taken
up in Committee of the Whole on the Union, (Mr.
J. R. InCiEKSOll in the chair).a resolution hav¬
ing been adopted to terminate debate at twelve
o'clock.Mr Roosevelt argued that there had
been, and still was, legal authority for the collec¬
tion of 20 per cent, duties without farther legisla¬
tion, and deprecated the tacit acknowledgement
in the bill that there wa3 no authority and conse¬

Tariff with a limitation to two years,
as it would be a direct invitation to importers to
flood the country with foreign goods in anticipa¬
tion of increased duties, which there would not

mained as at present, in a state of uncertainty.He had till tbe last clung to Distribution as one of
the most fondly cherished Whig measures, and as
a measure demanded by the country, but as his
friends, a great portion of them, had come out,
preferring to yield it, though most reluctantly,under an inexorable

. despotism which would
not suffer the wants of the Treasury to be sup¬

[The Log Book was here
referred to, when it was found that the Court sat at Hono¬
lulu from die 9th of October to the 4th of November.]

Lieut Emmons examined..I had charge of thetorce afloat
the day the attack was made on the island. I had two sk.r-
mishes during the day with seven war car.oes. They were
manned with ten warriors each. My force was tbe first
cutter.on one occasion a «rew of eight men, and on an¬
other a boat*' crew of wven men. I u;ok six canoes out of
ten ; the others escaped into the surf. The «umher killed
was between 20 and 30. I returned the captured dances to
the Porpoise, except one which was partly sunk, and her I
anchored until the next day. I know that all the canoes and
their crews were from Maialo : they acknowledged it them¬
selves. This was before we shot them. I made it my busi¬
ness to find out first. None of my party were killed in the
batde ; several were bit, bul they did not complain. I was
hit myself. All the canoes we could fiad off the town were
destroyed. The inhabitants of that island lived on fish,
yams, yarrow, bread fruit and cocoa-nuL These source* of
their subsistence were not mostly destroye«,*, bat I was not
on shore. They furnished as afterward with a large stock
of these provisions, agreeabiy to stipulation, and were very
glad to do it; but they did not do it voluntarily, and they
were allowed but little time to do it in.
