PROTEST OF THE PRESIDENT.
To the House of Representatives-.
By the Constitution of the United States itt* provided, that

*' every bill which shall have passed the House of Repre¬
sentatives and the Senate, »ball, befoi- it become a law, lie

presented to the Pre«ident of the United States: if heap-
yrrove. he shall sign it; bat if nit, be shall return it. with ins

objections, to that House In which it «hall have originated,
who shall enter n> objertioos at large upon the jonrnal.and
proceed to reconsider it,"

In strict compliance with u> positive obligation thus sm-

. posed upon me by the Con«tituisou. not havingheen aide to

bring tm'selfto approve a bill whirl; originat-d in the Honse
of Repre.Hentatives.entH!fd"Anacttrprovidr revenue from

imposts, and to change and modify existing laws imposing
duties on imports, and for other parposes." I returned the
same to the tIou.se, wilb my objections tr> its becoming a law.
These objection*, which bad entirely «afsfied my own

mind of tb,:- great impolicy, it rent the nnconsatuuonamy,
of the measure, were presented in ibe nv»*t resmecttul. am!
even .leferentlai terms. I would not have been far for¬

getful of what was doe from one Department ot die t>oy-
ernment u. another, as u> have intentionally employed, m

my official intercourse with U> Hon-e. any language that
could t>ein the slightest decree offensive to those to whom
it was addressed. If. in aliening my objections to the bill.
I had so tar forgotten wbat was due to the House of Rep¬
resentatives as to impugn lt« motives in passing the bill, I

should owe. not only to that House, but to the country, im
,00*1 nrofound apology. Suck departure from propriety is.
however, not complained of in any proceeding which the
House has adopted. It ha«, on the contrary, been expressly
made a subject f>f remark, and alavOM of complaint, that
the language in which my dissent was couched was studi¬
ously guarded and cautious.

Such being the character of the official communication in
question, I confess I was wholly unprepared for the course
which has been pursued in regard to It. In the exercise of
the power to regulate its own proceedings, the House, lor
the first lime? it is believed, in the history of the Govern¬
ment, tbeogbt proper to refer die Message f»ä Select Com¬
mittee of its own body for the purpose (as my respect for
the House would have compelled me to infer) of delibe¬
rately weighing the objections urg«d apaiest the bill by the
Executive, with a vivtv to its own judgement upon the
question of the final adoption or rejection of the measure.
Of the temper and feelings in relation to myself ol some

of the members selected for the pertormanee of this dotv
I have nothing to say. Thatwas a m itter entirely within
the discretion of the House of Representatives. But that
Committee, taking a different view of its duty from that
which I should have supposed had led to its creation, in¬
stead of ronfbing it-elf to the objections urged against the
bill, availed itself of the occasion formally to arraign the
motives of the President for others of bis acts since his in¬
duction into office. In the al»sence of all proof, and, as I
am bound to declare, against all law or precedent in par¬
liamentary proceedings and, at the same time, in a manner

which it would be difficult to reconcile with the comity,
hitherto sacredly observed in die intercourse between inrie
pendent and coordinate departments of the Government
h has assailed mv whole official conduct, without a shadow
of a pretext for such assault, and, stopping short of impeach¬
ment has charged me, nevertheless, with offences declared
to deserve impeachment. Had the extraordinary repon
which the Commi.tee thus marie to the House been permitt¬
ed to remain without the sanction of the latter, I should not
have uttered a regret, or complaint, upon the subject

But, unaccompanied as it if by anv panicle of testimony
to support the charges it contains, without a deliberate ex

aminat'on, almost without any discussion, the Home of
Representatives has been pleased to adopt it as in own, and
thereby, to become my accuser before the country, and be¬
fore the world. The high character of such an accuser,

the gravity of the charges which have been made, and the
judgement pronounced against me, by the adoption of the
Report upon a distinct and snperate vote of ihe House,
ledves me no nlteroafve but to enter mv solemn protest
against tbp proceeding, as unjnst to myself as s man, as an
invasion of my constitutional powers as Chief .Magistrate of
the American People, and as a vinlnsion, in my person, of
rights secured to every citizen by the laws and the Consti¬
tution. That Constitution has entrusted to the House of
Representatives the sole power of impeachment Surh
Impeachment is required to be tried before the most august
tribunal known to our institutions.
ThG Senate of the United Stales, composed of the Rep¬

resentatives of the sovereignty of the Slate"!, is converted
into a hall of justice, and in order to insure the strictest ob¬
servance of the rules of legnl evidence nmi of legal proce¬
dure, the Chief Justice of the United States, the highest
judicial functionary in the land, is required to preside over
"its deliberations. In the presence of each judicntory the
voice of faction is presumed to lie silent, and the sentence
of guilt or Innocence is prononnced under the most solemn
sanctions ol religion, of honor, ami of law. To such a tri¬
bunal does the Constitution authorize the House of Repre¬
sentative to carry up its accusations against any chief o'
the Executive Department whom it may believe to be guilty
of hieb crimes and misdemeanors.

Before that tribunal the nccused is confronted with bis
accusers, and may demand the privilege, which the justice
of the common law secures to the humblest citizen, ol a

full, patient, and impartial inquiry into the facts, upon the
testimony of witnesses, rigidly examined, and deposing in
the tace of day. If such a proceeding had been adopted
toward me, unjust as I should certainly have regarded it, 1
should, I trust, have met with a becoming constancy a

trial as painful as it would have been undeserved. I would
have manifested, by a profound submission to tho laws of
my country, my peifect faith in her justice, and relying on

the purity of my motives, and the rectitude of my conduct,
should have looked forward with confidence to a triumphant
refutation in the preseecd ofthat country"- a"d by the solemn
judgement of such a tribunal, not only of whatever charges
might have been formally preferrek against me, bul of all
die calumnies of which I have hitherto been the unresisting
victim.
As it is, I have been accused without evidence, and con¬

demned without a hearing. As far as such proceedings can

accomplish it, I am deprived of public confidence in the
administration of ihe Government, and denied even the
boast of a good name.a name transmitted to me from a

ftatrioi father, prized as mv proudest inheritance, and care-
ully preserved for those who nre to oome aller me, as the
most prvcious of all earthly possessions. I am not only sub¬
jected to imputations affecting my character as an indi¬
vidual, but nth charged with offences against the country,
so grave and so benions as to deserve public disgrace and
disfranchbeineni. I am charged with violating pledges
which I never gave; and because I execute what I believe
to he the law, with usurping powers not conferred by law ;
and above all, with using the powers conferred upon the
President by the Constitution, from corrupt motives and for
unwarrantable ends. And these charges are made without
anv particle of evidence to sustain them, and, as I solemnly
affirm, without any foundation in truth.
Why is a proceeding of this sort adopted nl this time ! Is

the occasion for it found in die fact, thai having boen elected
to the second office under the Constitution by ihe free and
voluntary suffrages of the Peoplp, I have succeeded to the
first, according 10 the fundamental law of the same People.'
It is true that the succession of the Vice President to the
Chief Magistracy has nev«r occurred before, and that all
prüden land patriotic minds have locked on this new trial
ol the wisdom and stability of our institutions with a some¬
what anxious c«ncern. 1 have been made lo feel too sensi¬
bly the difficulties of my unprecedented position, w*l to
know alt thai is intended to be conveyed in die reoroach ca t

upon a President without a party'. But I found myself
placed id this most responsible station by no usurpation or
contrivance of my own.

1 was called to it, under Providence, by the supreme law
of the land and the deliberately-declared w ill of the People.
It is by these, the People, thai 1 have been clothed with the
high powers which they have seen fit to c«*niide to dieii
Chief Executive, and beeu chargtd with the solemn re¬

sponsibility under which those powers are to be exercised.
It is to them 1 hold myself answerable, as a moral agent, for
a free and conscientious discharge of die duties which they
have imposed upon me. It is not as an individual merely
that I am now called upon to resist the encroachment of un¬
constitutional power. 1 represent the executive authority
of the Pe rple of the United Suites; and it is in their name,
whose mere agent and servant 1 am, and whose will declared
it their fundamental law, I dare not, even were I inclined
lo diiobey, that 1 protest against every attempt to break
down the undoubted constitutional power of ibis Depart¬
ment without a solemn amendment of that fundamental law.

I am determined to aphold the Constitution iu this, as in
other respects, lo the. utmost ot my ability, and in defiance ol
personal consequeuces. What may happen to an individual
is of hide importance; but the Constitution of the country,
or any of its great and clear principles and provisions, is loo
sacred to be surrendered, under anv ciicumsiances what¬
ever, by those who are charged with" its protection and de-
letice. Least of all should be be held guiltless, who, placed
at the head of one of the great Dt aaruaenta of the Govern¬
ment, should shrink from the exercise of its unqucstiminble
authority on ihe most important occasious, and should con¬
sent, without a struggle, to efface all the barriers so care¬
fully created by the People to control and circumscribe the
powers confided to iheir various agents. It may be desir¬
able, as the majority of the House of Representatives has
declared it is, that 1.0 such checks upon the will of the Le¬
gislature should be suffered to continue. That is a mattet
tor the People and States to decide; but ustil iliev shall
have decided it, 1 shall feel myself bound to execute", with¬
out fear or favor, the law as It has been written by our pre¬
decessors.

I pretest against the whole proceeding of die House of
Representatives as ex parle and extra judicial. 1 protest
against it, as subversive of the common right of all citizens
to be condemned only upon a fair aad impartial trial ac¬
cording to law and evideuce before the country. I protest
against it. as destructive of all the comity oi intercourse
between the Departments of this Government, and destined,
sooner or later, to bad to conflict fatal 10 the peace of the
country ai d the integrity of the Constitution. I prolest
against it, in the name of lhat Constitnliou, which is not
only nay own shield ol" protection and defence, but that ol
everv American citizen. I protest against it, in ihe name
of the Pcaple, by wbose will I

'

stand where 1 do,
and by whose authority I exercised the power which
I am charged with having usurped, and to whom
I am responsible foi a firm and (aith'ut discharge, accord¬
ing to ray own convictions of duty, of the high stewardship
confided 10 me by them. I protest against it. In the name
of all regulated liberty, and all limited Government, as a

proceeding tendi-.g to the utter destruction of the cheeks
and balances of the Constitution, and the accumulating iu
the bands of Uie House of Represetiiatives, or a bu e major-
ily of Congress for the time being, an uncontrolled and
despotic power. Ami I respuctfullv ask, that this, mv Pro-
test, may be entered upon the Journal of the House i: Re¬
presentatives, as a solemn aud formal declaration, for alt
time 10 come, of the injustice and uneonstitationalitv of
such a proceeding.

Deatrnrtire Engine* for lYnral Warfare.
To the Editor of the Tribune:
The recently prepared plan of Mr. Colt for na¬

val defence, cannot but be interesting to every
one who regards the protection of his country in

the event of war; and although we may hope no

such destructive ager.'s will ever be required, still

it is not unwise to anticipate and provide against
its ravages.
Some four years ago, when war was first ru¬

mored as likely to occur between ibis country and

England", in reference to the Canadian attempt at

revolution, I designed a battery to be exploded by
the means of electricity, having in view the same

object as that of Mr. Colt. I contemplated a

different method cf its application, however, and
I doubt not it coald be fully realized.that of ap¬

plying and securing the batten* to the vessel's bot¬
tom or sides, and then ignitiDg it by the electric
«park.

Kor this purpose a long cylindrical boat, made
air and water tight, of tbin plates of iron, and
ribbed on the inner surface to enable it to with¬
stand the hydrostatic pressure, might be construct¬

ed, and sheathed externally on the upper surface
with cork or other light material to prevent its

turning over. This sub-marine vessel, when rest¬

ing on the water would probably be much ex¬

posed: to give it a proper weight or gravity, four
or five separate chambers might be constiucted on

the inside of the boat, at the bottom, which might
he filled with water by moans of a tap, in order to

make it sink. By a pump the water might be
forced out again when it is desirable to approach
.he surface of the water. Famished with gla«s
'ights no difficulty could be experienced in navi-
;eting the bottom of a harbor, and setting a bat¬
tery under the bottom of a vessel.
A stationary batten1 is objectionable on account

of its being useful only at a particular moment,
and the contingency required probably unlikely to

occur, while a movoable one would be no less «f-
fective arid more available.
The battery, whatever it might be, might be so

regulated by the means of one or two air cham¬
bers, connected with the boat by a tub", that it
could be made to rise or fall at pleasure by the ex¬

pansion or refilling of the chambers; and if tho
upper side should be constructed so as to fit, in
the outline, to the bottom of the vessel and be
pressed against it by the upward tendency of the
air the chambers would contain, sufficient perma¬
nency would be given to it without any other aid.
' laving thus set the battery by means ef two or

hree arms projecting from the sub-marine vessel,
'ho latter can be rowed to a sufficient distance,
md, with the electrical conductors previously con¬

nected with the battery and charged by an appa¬
ratus on board of the sub-marine hont, a vessel
:ould be easily cleared from the harbor.
The navigator or boat would be long and shaped

much likr/ a segar, to bear the pressure of the wu-

ter, which would otherwise crush it inwards, and
.night be propelled by a double row of oars, net
"it hingen of a peculiar construction, or by so:nc

other means, and, furnished with a compass, u

voyage of several hours might be undertaken with¬
out risk. If in the night, the boat, might be brought
r.o the surface, and a window constructed for the
;>urpose, might be opened to change the air, or the
.hemical application of Col. Payerne, of London,
.night bo used. [I do not see how the suipkute
>f potassa is used with comfort, as a considera¬
ble degree of heat is required to expel the oxygon
from it, and seems to me almost likely to offset
'.he oxygen generated in the process. Fire of any
kind, especially charcoal, generates a large quan¬
tity of carbonic acid, and thus a great quantity of
oxygen must be produced in order to compensate
for tbat which is consumed in its production.]
