EwbankfsPatent Tinned Lead Pipe, for the conveyance
ol the Croton Water. Pre-ented bv Mr. Scoles.

The Select Committee, to which was referred the annexed

petition, REPORT:
That in addition to the written statements presented, the

following scientific gentlemen appeared before your Com¬
mittee, and were examined by them upon the matters sub¬
mitted to their consideration: Drs. Chilton, Eilet, Gale and
Griscoia. Your Committee have als»» personally inspected
the process ol tinning the pipes- The opinions of these
gentlemen were very clearly and positively expressed :

they agree in condemning the use ef ordinary* leaden pipes
for the" conveyance of water as dangerou . te> health, in con-

sequen e o' the highly poisonous character of the wh'te
crust of oxidized lead which is thus produced. They c«n-

sidt r the use ol leaden pipes as most dangerous when the
water is remarkably pure. Dr. Eilet states that leaden
pipes are used in the cry of Edinburgh, where the water

has certain mineral qualities that counteract the process of
oxidization. He experimentell with the purest w ater w hile
residing in South Carolina, and found such a t-x:dency to

oxidization as satisfied him of die danger of using leaden
pipes The Croton water is very pure, ami therefore the
use of leaden pipes ought by all means to be avoided

Dr. Chilton recently inspected the Croton water drawn
from the leaden pipes] by which it fas been introduced into
the bouse of a well known merchant in Penrl street in
this city, "nil found the water evidently polluted by the
lead Ad these gentlemen agree that tinning the inside of
the pipes is an effectual protection. They also stated that
it would be a protection, although some small portions of
the lead should escape being covered.that the proximity
of the tin would, iroci certain chemi-ral csuses. prevent ox¬

idization af the lea-4. It further appears that the process of
tinning strengthens the pipe, without diminishing its elas¬
ticity.

Messrs. Naylor i. Ewbatik inform yonr Committee that
they are willing to furnish lb- Corporation of the City with
their tinned leaden pipes, which are thus recommended by
chemists of high reputation, at the same rate a« the ordina¬
ry leaden pipes, the use of which they al! unhesitatingly
condemn. They would furnish them at from eight to nine
cents per pound.in no case at more than nine cents per
pound, r rom all the information obtained, and ail there-
flection bestowed by your Committee, upon a subject of no
little importance, as* connected with the heaidi and comfort
of our citizens, your Committee have arrived at the follow¬
ing concisions: That the use of the ordinary leaden pipes
for the conveyance of water, particularly when as {iure as

the Croton, is decidedly dangerous, and therefore ou ht to

be avoided. The danger would be less where die pipes are
small in circumference and in daily use, and greater where
there is more extent of surface, ami tiny have been permit¬
ted lo remain unused lor any considerable space of time..
The internal coatiag of tin will be a secure protection
againsi the oxidization ot die lead. The tinned leaden
pipe» of the petitioners are altogether superior to the ordi¬
nary leaden pipes, and deserving of public patronage..
Your Committee therefore recommend itat these tinned
leaden pipes be adopted for the coaveyance of the Croton
water into the public buildings, in preference to the ordina¬
ry leaden pipe-.'

Your Committee affer for the considerstion of the Board
the following resolution:
Resolved, if the Board of Aldermen concur, That the

Joint Committee on the Croton Aqueduct be Instructed to
make use of Naylor a, Ewbank's paten! tinned leaden pipes
lor the conveyance of the Croton water into the public
buildings provided that the cost of the same shall not be
greater than that ot any other species of pipe which is
equally safe.
