no attack whatever, nor the least appearance of it
took place; indeed there was not a man to be
seen during the day, in the neighborhood, whose
appearance could indicate any intention of mis-
chief.

The
news gave an impetus Lo the cotton trade, and
litde doubt is entertained here, but that us soon
as American credit shall have been recestablished,
these treaties will tend mueh to the extension of
the trade and commerce between the two coun-
tries,”’

The English Government bad experienced, to
the fullest extent, the cfficiency o railronds in
conveying troops during the late disturbances in
the mannfacturing districts,

The Queen and Drince Albert were on a visit
w0 Scotland. They embarked at Leith on bonrd
the Roval George yacht, and accompanied by five
steamships of war, and other national vessels, set
sail for Edinburgh.  The squadron had notarrived
in sight of that port on the Ist instant, at which
dute all Edinburgh was on the look out for the
royal cortege. The papers are filled with derails
of the ceremony of the Queen's leaving Windsor.
and other incidents of her journey.

Another young fumale has committed suicide
by throwing herself from the tep of the Monu-
ment.

The crops are in a good state. notwithstanding
a severe drought. [t has been succeeded by fine
reins.

There appears to be little change in the mar-
kets. The tendency of the corn market was down-
ward, which is easily aceounted for by the abund-
ant crops, but business of almest every kind was
improving.

The prospects of trade have not undergone much
change since the sailing of the Caledonin. The
Liverpool Cotton Market has at times been rather
animated, but the continued unsettled state ofthings
in many of the manufucturing towns has milirated
much againet it becoming firm and permanently
active. Drices have receded a little during the
last fow days, but only let the hands at present
standing out for a higher rate of wages, return to
their occupations, and there is not the slizhtest
doubt, but that they will soon rally ngain.  Many
of the Manchester houses have orders on hund
which they are at present unable to execute, uw-
ing to the difficulty there is in getting work dune.
The London Money Market has not during the
past fonrteen days presented any feature of strikixg
importance. The news from Indin, as far as it
wns known in London yesterday, has not much
effectupon it.  The opinion geoerally being, that
the French authorities had thrown a dark coloring
over it.

Liverroor Corros Marker—Friday-—The
demand this week has been much less animated
than during the past, but so fur, buyers have not
had any advantage of moment; & concession of
about 1-8 per Ib. hus been made upon the mid-
dline and lower clusses of American, but this de-
cline is not submitted to geners!ly, nor do we find
any unxiety toforce sales.

Fraxce —The Regency bill was passed by the
French Chamber of Deputies on the 27th, in the
precise form as proposed by the Ministers, by a
mujority of 216, Numerous amendments were
l;rnpn;:l‘d. all of which were negatived. It was
puf.sed by the Clamber of Peers with but shght
u]ii\l!_‘ﬁi{il.‘h. 14 against 163. On the 30th, the
Chambers were prorogued until the Oth Junuary.

The French squadron under Admiral Hugon,
arrived at Ajuccie, in Corsica, on the 13:h inst.

At the Bourse, on Sept. Ist, there was a good
deal of business done in liguidation and for the
new account, but the tendency to advance was
stopped by the belief that the English market
would be affected by the adverse news from lndia
which was said to have been received.

Sparx.—The Minister of Finance makes every
effort to find money, but none of the capitalists
will deal even on the most exorbitant terms.—
The Bank of Ferdinand even refuses to advamce
money under 35 per cent interest.

The most contradictory reports are in aircula-
tion s to the stute of the relations with Portugal;
and some of those rumors go so far as to state &
war to be imminent, but the latteridea is generally
considered to be absurd. The point in dispute is
the non-fulfilment of the treaty for the navigation
of the Tagus. Troops have, it is said, bees order-
ed to march forward fer the frontiers of Porrugal,
to support the claims of the Spanish Ambassador
at Lisbon.
