The Tariff on Silk*.

The Loco-Fwco papers continue their attacks
on the New Tariff, and predict immense smug¬
gling on account of its high Duties. Silk is one

of the articles instanced. Now it happens to be
tbe fact that the Duties on Silks under the New
Tariff arc on the whole lower than they have
\iiherto been. A few descriptions of cheap, and
nearly worthless silk goods may be charged
higher; but the average will be lower than hith¬
erto. It will not be over lit per cent..silk beirif;
one of those articles of little balk or weight in

proportion to their value which are most tempting
to the smuggler, and which will not therefore
bear so high a duty as we should wish to see im¬

posed on thern.
The principal change made by the new Tariff

H the imposition of specific instead of ad valo¬
rem duties. All Silks and Silk Goods henceforth
pay so much per pound according to their charac¬
ter. The effect of this is two-fold: first, the for¬
eign importers are deprived of the advantage they
have always heretofore enjoyed, in being able tu

swear in their goods at lower valuations than
Americans could. They could do it honestly: be¬
ing themselves manufacturers or connected with
such, they obtained their goods cheaper than
Americans could buy them, and paid duties ac¬

cordingly, thns ruining or driving our importers
out of the market. This is stopped by the inex¬
orable so much per pound. Another effect of this
system is to keep out flimsy and trashy goods,
and cause the importation of such only as are of
fair quality.
The Evening Post complains of the enormous

duty of $2 00 per pound on Sewing Silk. This
is about thirty-five per cent, on the foreign ur

twenty percent, on the American cost of the arti¬
cle. 1 Here is a tax,' says the Post, 1 of $2 .00 on

Sewing Silk'.an articlo in very general use..

The answer to this is, that there is indeed a duty
of so much, but not a tax, because American

Sewing Silk is at this moment cheaper, consider¬

ing the quality, than the Foreign would be even

if there were no duly. The American article
costs a little more per pqund, but the average
quality is better, and every pound of Ameriaan
(owing to the difference in the weight of the color¬

ing matter,) contains about one-fourth more Silk
than a pound of Italian. Thus in the very in¬

fancy of the culture we have already rivaled our

long-established competitor; and there can hardly
bo a doubt that under a uniform and steady Pro¬
tection we shall soon produce an article much
cheaper as well as belter than could bo obtained
abroad.

Friends of American Industry! take heed of
the industry and vehemence of our adversaries,
and stand fast for the Protective System!

. A Whig ' inquires whether, in our opinion, the

lute United States Bank would have failed if it
bad continued to be a National Institution. We
answer. Certainly not. Trie gross error» commit¬
ted'in the management of that Bank generally'
grew out of the ruthless war upon it by Gen.
Jackson, his Administration and party. To do-,
fend itself from assaults originally unjust, its man-

agers appear to have resorted to expedients which
compromised both its character and its solvency.!

But the pecuniary ruin of the Bank waß essen-!
tiaily brought about by the same causes which
have rendered one-half our business men bank¬

rupts. A series of arbitrary and unwise measures,

commencing with the Bunk Veto of 1332, run-

ning down through the Removal of the Deposites,
Specie Circular, Sub-Treasury and their adjuncts,
have had the effect of first suddenly inflating the
Currency to a dangerous extent, and then as sud¬
denly contracting it to a ruinous stringency. The
consequence of the first step was to drive thou¬
sands into Trade, extensive Business and Specu¬
lation, with corresponding Expenditures ; of the
second, to render these and many more bankrupts,
und their heavy debts to Banks and others mere

waste paper. Men who were fairly worth $100,000
in 133G, and had credit accordingly, are now insol¬
vent, and their debts not worth ten cents on the
dollar. This has carried down the U. S. Bank,
with a good many others, and more have doubt¬
less the canker at the root.

And again : The U. S. Bank ho3 undoubtedly
lost many millions by that National rascality and

infamy, Repudiation. Slates which borrowed her
money now refuse or neglect lo pay even the

interest, thus destroying in her hands the value not

only of their own Stocks but those of other States.
These she has been compelled to sacrifice to meet

her liabilities ; and it is probable that the losses
of this Bank on State Stocks alone are fully
Twenty Millions! In other words, she loaned
Thirty Millions of Dollars on the strength of
American honor and good fuith, and has lost it all
hut about Ten Millions. This is apart from and
beside individual Repudiation.

These are facts which the public should con¬

sider, when they hear declamations about the rob¬
bery und beggary of widows and orphans by Bid-
dJe & Co. Hold these to a just and fair account¬

ability for their own doings ; but remember also
the causes of their overthrow, and that those who
have repudiated State as well as individual debts
where there was ability to pay, are the real plun¬
derers of the widow and orphan.
Our correspondent requires and suggests precau¬

tions against any future mismanagement of Bank
Directors. This is very well; but there will be
time to consider it more fully by-and-by. There
is no urgeacy for years yet. We think rigid ac-

:ountabi!ity und entire publicity in all Bank
transactions the best safeguards for the public
and would insist on them in any future charter..
Then we would pay the Directors, preclude them
from any loans, directly or indirectly, and swear

them to know no personal motives or favorites..
We like the restriction, in the last bill, of all dis¬
counts to business Bills of Exchange. We have
an idea also that the loaning of funds and the is¬
suing of Currency ought to be in different and in¬

dependent hands. Doubtless, if a National Batik
is ever again created, we shall have one much bet¬
ter guarded aguinst abuses than has yet been pro¬
jected.one which may stand a century without
doing or receiving injury.
The idea that because the .same Directors (in

part) were in the National Bank and its Pennsyl¬
vania successor, therefore its fate would have been
the same, is extremely illogical. Very often there
are the same Directors in one company that fails
nnd another which succeeds: but what of it ?
The Pennsylvania Bank hud neither the character
powers, responsibilities, nor advantages of a Na
tional Bank. It was just as much like it as a

counterfeit note is like a good one. Do not the
local Banks of Great Britain often fail ? but aoe-

ihe Bank of England ? or that of Holland ? or o

France? Think of these things.

Cattle and produce of every
kind are extremely low ; grx.d Cows can he bought
for from $5 to $10, Wheat for 43 cents per
bushel; Oats 10 cents: Corn 12^ cents; Batter
2 cents per pound; Eggs fiom 1 to 3 cents per
duzen.and ail this is the fruit of currency tinker¬
ing ! We are, as u. Stuf;, in a terrible situation.
We cannot pay our taxes, and some of the t.
