You cannot be lured away
from a consideration of what tho country's wel¬
fare demand.-*, by some demagogu« harangue con¬

cerning what your grandfathers did or did not do
in some buried controversy of the last century..
Your gaze is bent hopefully on the Future, not use¬

lessly on the Past. You cannot be made to fancy
exclusive Democracy in the servile devotees of Ex¬
ecutive supremacy in Legislation, in the strenuous

advocates of Gag-Laws, the deriders of the Peo¬

ple's Right of Petition. You cannot look, without
the loathing of manly natures, on the open alliance,
shocking to all decency, of an Accident, who haä
falsified all h's pledges and betrayed those who ex¬

alted him to power, with a party which he was ex¬

pressly elected to oppose, but which, finding him
hollow and faithless, now fawns around him for
the spoils he doles out to them, and arc eager to

flatter where they cannot but despise. Let them
still impudently taunt us with the continued difficul¬
ties of the country, when they knosv that we have
been basely defrauded of the power to carry those
great measures through which alone we hoped or

predicted a restoration of the National Prosperity.
when our signal triumphs over their intense fac¬
tiousness were blasted by his perfidious Vetoes.
Let them still hug the pitinble traitor to their bo¬
soms, and aggravate, if it be possible, by his rot¬

tenness their own .' But, do you, Young Men,
stand forth in the might of your conscious integri¬
ty, your unwasted energies, your aroused indigna¬
tion, to do battle, for the cause of your country, and
>o rescue her from the hands of those who have
most foully regained dominion over her, in the face
of an express, emphatic verdict of the People.

County Court..Impeachment of .Justices
Matsell, Parker and Stevens, ok the Lower Police.
.The County Court met yesterday, pursuant to crtll.to ie-

ceive ths report relative to the presentment of the Grand
Jury astothe official misconduct ot the above Justices.
Judge Ulsitoetfer (first Judge) presided. On the roll be¬

ing called, Judge U. inquired what was the pleasure of the
Court.
Matthew C. Patterson, Esq. rose and stated ilia' he was

prepared to make a report agreeably to the duty assigned
him by the Court on the 8tb inst. Mr. Patterson then rend
his report, which states that Justices Matsell, Parker and
Stevens, in three weeks, between the 28th of March and the
11th ol April, 1<*4.\ caused 70 convicts at 51 luck well's Island
to be discharged before the terms to which they were sen¬

tenced had expired.that tbey were kept on the Island till
the riiylilot the 11th of April, when tbey were all brought
down to the city to vote at the Charter Election on the 12th
of April, and that many of them did vote. As to Justice
Merritt, he had discharged but one person, a poor fellow
who had been sick, aod seat to the Island at bisowa re¬

quest, and liberated by desire ol his lather when he got
well. Thete appeared, therefore, to be no impropriety in
the course pursued by that clFicer. Accompanying the re.

port are articles of impeachment against .Messrs. Matsell,
Parker and Stevens. The charges are two in number, with
specifications, in wbick it is averred that they caused dis¬
charges lo be ante-dated, also furnished several warrants in
lilank. to be filled up by die keeper, or others, so that they
might dist barge such as they saw tit, kc. iie. The charges
are.

1st. " Corrupt and illegal conduct whiie in the discharge
of their duty as magistrates, lending to impair the purity of
the elective franchise."
2d. " Ollicial misconduct."
On inoiio.s ol Alderman Duvies, the report was accepted.
It was ordered that the trial be proceeded iuon Tuesday,

October4,and that the Cleifc give die usual notice to the

parties. Tke Court then adjourned.

Canadian Politics..Recent discussions in
the Canadian Provincial Parliament show that the
feelings which provoked the rebellion of 1838 are

yet alive : and the action of the Executive evinces
the present strength of the discontented faction.
The French party of the Eastern section, united
with the Reformers of the West, were early seen

to have control of the Assembly; and the intro¬
duction by Mr. Baldwin, a Reformer of ability
and great popularity, of Resolutions declaring a

lack of confidence in the Executive Council, proved
that a contost between the two leading Parties must

occur, in which there was ever)- reason to believe
the Liberals would prove victorious. The result of
tin's demonstration was the opening of the Council
tu the Opposition. Sir Charles Bagot addressed
a letter te Mr. Lafontaine.a prominent member
of the French party, for whose arrest a reward of
£500 was offered after the Rebellion.announcing
his intention of inviting to the cooperation of his
Government the French population, and offering
seats in his Cabinet to several gentlemen of the
Liberal Party whom he named. A new Council
was thus finally formed, and Mr. Lafontaine be¬
came Attorney General for Lower, and Mr. Bald¬
win for Upper Canada.both holding seats in the
Council. Mr. Girouard, a prominent French
leader at the bloody affair of St. Eustache, is also
to have office with a seat in the Cabinet, and Mr.
Draper, late Attorney General for Canada West, is
to bo Speaker of the Legislative Council. These
movements and concessions on the part of Sir
Charles have excited the warmest dissatisfaction
of the British Party. Their papers cry out that
the Government is in the hands of the French
Canadians, who are avowedly hostile to provincial
connection with Great Britain, and that a senn-

tion from the Mother Country must sooner or

luter be the result. It seems to us that this at¬

tempt to conciliate the feelings of all sections of
the Province, and to allow the wants and wishes
of all parts to be fairly represented, if fairly and
judiciously carried into effect, must be productive
of lasting good.
