SENTENCE uF CorL. Wees.—The Coort roora was filled
at an early bhour with a dense mass of our most respeeiable
citizens, to bear the sentence to be imposed on Col. James
Waison Webb for leaving the State with intent to give or
receive a challange, for which he bad been indicted and 1o
which last count he putin a special plen of guilty. Coi
Webb appeared in court apparently in very gocd spirite,
and soon alter Mr. Bacon, Acting District Attorney, rose and
moved that the sentence of the eourt be prepounced against
the defendant.

Col. Webb was then duly arraizoed, and asked what he
had to say why the judgement of the law shouid not be
pronounced against bim? He answered, Nothing. His
Honor the Recorder then stated the offence with which the
defendant was charged and to which ke bad pleaded guiliy.
He read the Jaw on the subiect, and commented thereon as
to the application of the Statute to the charges contained in
the indictment.  His Honor, alter au examination ol the in-
dictment, declares that there was no count in the indict-
ment charging the defendant with any crime against the
statute of this State.  That the indictment inerely charged
bat the defendont left the State with intent 10 give orre-
ceive a challenge—hiot didd not charge that the defendart
had cither ziven orreceived a challenge, or foughta docl—
that ne count under the law could inflict a punishment lor
mere intent, when that iatent was not charged to havs been
carried out by any act that was punishable by any law of
this State. The court therefore dacided, that as the de-
fendant had only pleaded guilty o the charge contained in
the indictment, which indictment did nat charge any offence
to bave been committed that was punishable uv the laws of
this State, the coert shonid not punish of send a man 1o the
State Prison and subject themselves to fmpeachment by
septencing a man to punishment for a erime when o
crime punishable by law was charged in the indictment
“apainst him. Jurge Lynch fully conformed with the R-
corder in opinion.

Mr. Bacon, acting district attorney, addressed the court
and expressed himsell of a different opinion from that ad-
vauced by the court, and read the statute on the subject.—
He said, however, as Le was unprepared o cite authorities
in support of his position or to argue thie case at the present
time, he would prefec that the matter shouold lay orer jor
the action of tlie district atterney.
