At the «.'lose of tlin lute Session of Congress,

Hon. Hf-.vny Van Rensselaeb, VVhig Repre¬
sentative of ihe St. Lawrence District in Con¬

gress, announced to his con.tiiuenis his resolve
not to be a candidate for re-election, accompany¬
ing the notice hy a few plain anil forcible rcmark-
on the character und acts of the rival Political
parties. These remark-» aie unswercd in the
last 67. Lawrence Republican by a writer who
we are assured is no other than Hon. Sii.a.»
Wbight of the U. S. Senate, and the article
bears intrinsic evidence of its Senatorial paren¬
tage. Coming from such u quarter, wo are im¬

pelled to poiot out some «if its inure obvious mis¬
representations.
Mr. Wright's assertions that John Tyler is «

Whig President.that the Whigs have not been
able to restore the country to prosperity (simply
because that same John Tyler is not a Whig
President, as Wright knows right well, but has
for over a year been in close alliance with tin*
Loco-Focos to defeat every Whig measure,).and
his attempt to tr-lnim credit to his party for help¬
ing through the last Tariff bill, after they had

unitedly opposed the two preceding, and render¬
ed effective John Tyler's Vetoes upon them, and
when four-fifths of them opposed the bill even a.«

cut down to John Tyler's requirement, we let

pass with few words. It is not with regard to

facts of such universal notoriety that even Silas

Wright's remarkable subtlety and sophistry can

mislead the American P«»ople. We leave these
and hasten to a brief review of those subjects on

which Mr. Van Rensselaer had justly based n

charge of preeminent recklessness of law against
the Loco-Foco party.

I. The Broad Seal Case in New-Jersey. Mr
Wright states the facts substantially thus : Th«
People had elected five Locos and one Whiü* to

Congress ; the Governor and Council gave the cer¬

tificates to all six of the Whig candidates. A Lo-
cc-Foco Congress invcBtigated the mattet and gavt-
the five chosen Locos their seats, and " then and
not before" they were permitted to take them.

Now this account is false, first, in suppressing
the fact thai the Governor and Council of New-

Jersey gave the certificates to precisely those six

persons as Members of Congress who hada ma¬

jority of all the votes returned to them. The
votes of South »\mboy were not relumed to th«
County Clerk in season, and iherefoie were noi

included in his return to the Governor and Coun¬
cil; while tho-e of Millville were rejected by the
Clark of Cumberland for notorious frauds and ille¬

galities. The legal returns from all the Counties
were before the Governor and Council,, and the\
had no right to consider or know any other. These
returns, correctly added up, elected all the Whig
Members, and the certificates were given accord¬

ingly. The canvassers at Trenton had no right i<-

do otherwise, as had been expressly decided year»
before. The House alone hud power to corren

errors in the County returns. The Whigs wen

unquestionably entitled to the seats until an iuves

tigation should unseat them. But. in défiance ol

all law and procèdent, the Loco-Foco Çlerk of the
House refused to call their names as Mt tubers.

thinks there is little doubt the invaders would be

repulsed. The Mexican General has issued the
following proclamation :

" Soldiers: The second campaign agaiiiit Texas
has been opened ; to you is confided the honor of
leading the van : you will prove yourselves worthy
of the mission and the army to which you belong.
Great difficulties await you in traversing the vast,
and numerous plains which separate you from the
enemy which they protect.but your valor and
yout firmness will overcome all obstacles. You
will make yourselves great as the desert is vast.

In combat you will recollect the injuries committed
i> Mexican gratitude and hospitality. Be as brass.
After triumph you will remember you are Mexi¬
cans.be generous. Do not distrust fortune.she
«ill be faithful te justice. Victory will crown
