He then proceeded to state the principles of the

Loco-Foco party--Hard Money, Free Trade and
Direct Taxation. The effect of these upon the
Laboring Man was pointed out with tha greatest
clearness, and enforced by an eloquence which
thrilled and awakened the energies of every heart.
The * hard money, hardly got '.the free trad«*,
which buys everything and selb nothing.anust re¬

sult in Direct Taxation. How this would operate
upon the Laboring Class every one could see. Ev¬
