Henry Clay am» thk Iris« Barber..»'An
Irish barber, living in Lexington, had always sup¬
ported Mr. Clay with gre it zeal at all election»,
when he was a candidate, prior to th»* passage of
the Compensation bill. His impetuous and unre¬
strained passions had frequently involved him in
scrapes and difficulties, on which occasions «Mr
Clay generally defended him and got him out ol
then. During the canvasn. after the Compensa*
tion bill, many years ago, the barber «a« very re¬
served, took no part in the «lection, and »eeuie.i
indifferent to its fate. He was often importuned
to state for whom he meant to vote, but declined
At length, a few days btrfoi. the election, he was
addressed by Dr. W., a gentleman for whom he
entertained the highest re.-rpect. and pressed to say
to whom he meant to give his suffrag--. Lnoking
at the inquirer with great earne'tness and shrewd¬
ness, he said : ' I tell you what, docthur. I mane
to vote for the man that can pat but one hand into
