God sees in the Human Race but one great
Family, all the inembers of which have a
his favors ; He designs that they shall all be happs
wozether, or €lse no ene People shall enjoy happi-
ness.

To forward the views of God, you should have
sought to dizcover a Social Order applicable ta the

Gied has not permitted this repugnant and ab-
liorrent system of Industry to make uny gecat pro-
gress, or to extend over the entire Globe; it hias
been confined to a few regions in Asia, Earope and
America, where masses of indigent Laborers ure
collected, who will sorve as n corps of reserve for
instructing Nations in the art of Industry, when a
true Social Order, based npon Attractive Indu-try.
is established.

If Industry has progressad in Eorope, it bas et
with a very diflerent fate in the vast regions of
Asia; il Civilization has in modern times gained
u footing in America, it has been smotherad in the
rnins of the mighty Empires of Antiquiry,—in
Egypt, Greece, Asin Minor, Carthage, Chaldea,
and a leige part of Western Asia.  Industey bas
been driven from many of the most genial climes, —
such ns that of Bactriana, where it bad begun to
flourish. The Empire of Samarkand, once cele-
beated in the East, and ull the regions which ex-
tend from the Oxus to the mouths of the Indus,
have followed a retrograde movement and velapsed
intn the primitive stale of the wandering tribes.

The hordes or wandering tribes are encroaching
more and more on the industrious parts of Asia
and devastating them, and are extending Leyond
their natural barvier, which is the chain of moun-
tains that stretches from Buchuria to China.  Even
China is sensibly declining ; the mixture of Tac-
tars has introduced a_spirit ot retrogradation, aud
immense territones are eew occupiad by wander-
ing hordes. Thus Asin, the vast Asia, is tending
on ull sides to abandon Industry.

This tendency of Natons, worn out by vepug-

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Civilized Nutions! while Barbarians, deprived
of your knowledge, know how to maintain for
several thousand years their Societies and their
institutions, why are yours destroyed so soon, and
wften in the same century that brought them forth !
You have always deplored the fragilit= of your
works and the cruelty of Nature, which overtlirows
so soon the wenders of Civilization. Cease to at-
teibute to time and te hazard these overthrows;
they ate the effect of Divive vengeance against
vour criminal Socieii#z, which de nst secure to
Man the means of existence and comfort. 1t is
to bring you 1o an avowal of your ignorance tha:
Nature overthrows your Empirez. and buries tham
1n Tulns.

Let me be for a momsnt the echo of vour polit-
cal elegies © what have become of the monuments
of civihzed pride! Are not Thebes and Babylon,
Athens and Carthage transtormed into heaps of
rubbish 7 and what & progneetication for London
and Paris, and for these modern Empires whose
mercantile <trife and madness already oppress
Reason as they do Neture!  Tired ot sur So-
cieties, ahe overwhelms them one after another,
and derides without distinction our pretended vir-
tues and our crimes: laws reputed as oracles of
wisdom. and the ephemerul codes of political
agitators, lead alike to poiitical shipwreck.

As the hight of disgrace to our political sciences,
we have seen the rude Legislation of Chisa and [n-
dia brave for four thousand yearsthe sythe of Time,
while the prodigies of civilized Pulitics bave paszed
like & shade. Qur Sciences, after so many effuris

to consulidate Empires, seem only to bave lzbored |

to furnish ebjects of destruction for Revolution and
Vandalism, which break out periedically und de-
stroy in a short time the works of centuries.
Some menuments have survived, but for the shame
of civilized Politics. Rome and Constantinople,
formerly Capitals of the greatest of Empires, Liave
become two Metropolises of folly; in the former,
the temples of the Cresars are invaded by the Gods
of Judea: at the Bosphorus, the temples of Chris-
tianity are defiled by the Gods of Ignorance. Here,
St. Peter is raited upon the pedestal of Jupiter;
there, Makomet places himself upon the aliar of
Jesus. Rome and Constantinople! Nature has gre-
served you to devote you to the contempt of the Na-
tions which you had enchaiged: you have become
twe arenas ¢t political juggleries,which have spread
their evils to the Orient and to the Occident.  Na-
ture insults by vour degradation the great Empire
which she has destroyed; you are two mummies,
preserved to ornament her car of triumph and to
give medern Capitals & foreiasie of tke fate re-
served to the monuments and works of Civilization.
